The count de Montfera, who
had rendered himielf obnoxious to the people, was
obliged to retire to his houfe: Here he was purfued
and befieged; and unfortunately firing on the multi-
tude, by which a man was killed, he was at length
dragged from his houfe, and ALterally torn in pieces by
the populace. The bifhop of Sifteron narrowly efca-
ped with his life, but was fo ill-treated, that it is fup-
pofed he will not long furvive. On the other hand,
the count de Mirabeau (the Wilkes of the people) has
been every where condutted in trinmph. On his en-
try into a town where he was clected a deputy for the
Third Eftate, the windows were let at two guineas,
for fecing the proceflion; not only the horfes, but the
wheels alfo were taken from his carriage, and he was
thus carried on the peoplc’s fhoulders.
