her out to fea.—On the réturn of the naval-officer, a
number of gentlemen bclonxing to this town volunta-
rily agreed to purfue her. A fmall floop and fchooner
were immediately equipped—they fet fail on Monday
evening ; and fortunately om Wednefday the ichooner,

commanded by captain John Baker, fell in with and

took poffeflion of her ; and in the evening of the fame
day brought her into this port.—On examination 1t was
found, that the captain differed very much from his men,
and his men from each other, in their accounts of the
voyage, the property, &c. But from the confeffion of one
Hans Haafon it appears, that the floop failed from Lon-
don about a year ago laft March--that fhe-was command-
ed and chiefly owned by one John Conner—that thgy
proceeded.to the coaft. of Guinea, and purchafed the
cargo of ivory, pepper, &c. which they have now on
board—that a plan was then concerted to kill captain
Conner, which was executed laft December, and the
