« Colonel Brandt and his Indians are returned from
the Americans, with whom they can come 10 n0 I€rms
about their lands; which is thought, wi!l caufe them
to pay a vifit to the back forts in the fpring; colonel

Brandt has left Detroit, and gone to Niagara.
¢« On the 5th of this month the government' houfe

at this place took fire, between two and three o’clock
in the morning, and notwithftanding all that could be
done by two fire engines, and the united efforts of the
6cth regiment and inhabitants, it was impoflible to ex-
tinguith tie.flames; happily we do not hear of any
lives being loft.”

Articles of a truce agreed upon at the War Ford, on
¥rench Broad river, June 16, 1789, between the
honourable Joun STEELE, Kig;on behalf of the
fate of North-Carolina, and the head men and war-
riors of taie Cherokee nation.

Are. I. THAT each party, meaning North-Carsli-
na, and the Cherokee nation, {hall without delay fur-
rer.dzr 2l tae prifoners now in captivity, at a place and
to perluis nereafter to be appointcd.

A-r. 1. T'hat ail papers, horfes, negroes, and other
propert, NOw In being, which were taken from the ci-
t1z09s of North-Carolina, fhall be reftored at the
treaty. - '

A: ITL. That the white people as they are now

fe t.«4 on the frontiers of North-Carolina (hall rcmain

in perfeét fecurity, untl the tume of holding the treaty,
waich will be as foon as poflible.

Art. IV. That in the mcan time there fhall be an
entire ceffation of hoftilities on the part of the citizens
ot North-Carolina, as well as the Indians; and fhould
the lawlefs of either nation commit any kind of vio-
Jerce, complaint fhall be made, and not retaliation on
the innoceunt.

Art. V. Should the Creek Indians make an attempt
to pafs through the Cherokee country, with defign to
attack or moleft our frontier, the head men and war-
riors of the Cherokee nation, fhall ufe their influence
to prevent or turn them back, but on this proving inef-
fectual, information fhall immediately be given to ¥

the frontier fettlements of fuch defign.
he citizens of North-Carolina {hall have

liberty to travel the new road to and from Cumber-
Jand (>ttlemerits without interruption until the treaty
mmay be held.

The bufinefls being thus finifhed, Mr. Steele addref-
fed the people of the frontier, a number of whom were
prefent, amf urged the neceffity of their ftrict obfervance
of the articles of the truce, being as effential to their
jntereft individually, as to the public at large.

The Indians, about goo in number, with moft of the
head men of the nation, were plentifully fupplied with
proyifions, and left ¥rench road river on the 1gth
day of June in fine {pirits, to return to their re{pedtive
towns.

Mr. White, of the ftanding committee to examine
the enrolled bills, prefented the bill for providing for
the government of the welern territory, which the

Mr. Burke, of the committee appointed for the pur-
pofe, “brought in a bill for allowing a compeniation to
the members of both houfes, and to their refpective
officers. 'This bill provides that the compenfation fhall
be as follows, viz. . -

To each member of the fenate and houfe, fix dollars
per day. '

each, fifteen hundred dollars a yecar, and two dollars a
day, each, during the feflion of the legiflature :—One
principal clerk to €ach, at three dollars a day during
the fefion—One engroffing clerk to each, at two dol-
lars a day during the {eflion.

Serjeant at arms, three dollars a day during the

f{eflion.

Door-keeper to the houfe and fenate, each, feven
hundred and/thirty dollars a year.

Affiftant/door-keepers, during the feflion, one dol-

cents a day, each. ,

This biT! was laid on the table.

The houfe then went into a committee of the whole
on the bill for regiftering and clearing veflels, and re-
gulating the coafting trade.

A claufe was added to this bill, which provides for
a fufpenfion of the bounty of five cents on every barrel
of pickled fith, every quintal of dried fifh, and every
barrel of falted provifions, exported from the United
States, as allowed by the impoft law, till after the lait
day of July, 17go. |

The committee having finifhed this bill, the i;pcakcr

refumed the chair—the houfe acceded to the feveral
