The bill for the temporary eftablifhment of the poit-
mwu read a lecond and third time, and pafled the

Mr. Baldwin, from the committee who were ap-
pinted to confer with a committee of the {enate, on
the difagreeing votes of the houfes, refpecting the fala-
1y of the vice-prefident, reported, that the committee
hd come to no agreement.

Amotion was then made, that the houfe fhould re-’
«de from their difagreement to the amendment of the
fute, which, after fome debate, was negatived, and
the houfe refolved to adhere to their difagreement.

Mr. Sherman, in the converfation on this moticn,
tblerved, that he had a high efteem for the perfon of
the prefent vice-prefident, as a man of abilities, ihte-
gity and patriotifm. His ¢:. inent fervices during the
whole courfe of the late contelt, were-a fufficient eu-
bgium, and rendered any other unneceflary, He

be feleCted as the feat of government ot the United
States, until a more eligible place fheuld be fixed on
for the permanent feat; and that mealures fhould be

taken to accommodate congrefs within that difirict, as

" foon as conveniently might oe : Provided that no cefi-

on be accepted till acts fhould be paffed by the ftates of
Delaware and Maryland, to open a water communica-
tion between the bays of Chelapeake and Delaware.
This motion was negatived—Ayes 23—Noes 28.
Mr. Gale then moved to amend the firft claufe by
annexing the following provifo—That no diftriét be
accepted as aforefaid, until the prefident of the United
States fhould be fatisfied of the praticability of eftett-

ing a navigation from the feat of government to the

mouth of the faid river ; and that this law fhould not
be carried into effet until the ftates of Pennfylvania
and Maryland fhould pafs aéts (not including any ex-
pence to faid ftates) providing for removing the ob-
ftrutions in the fame.

A divifion of this motion was called for at the word
« river,” and the queftion on the firit part Was nega-
tived—Ayes 25—Noges 29. \

The queftion on the fecond part was then put, and
the committee was eaually divided—Ayes 27—Noes
27, The chairman gave the cafting vote in the af-

Mr. Madilon moved to ftrike out that ¢laufe of the
bill which provides “that the prefent feat of congrefs
fhall remain in New-York. ey il

He obferved that as this bill would requive-the ap-
probation of the prefident to become a law, the claufe
was a violation of that part of the conititution which
gives tiie two houfes a power to adjourn withaut con-
fent of the prefident ; it would infringe the right wiich
the houfes had to adjourn te what tim¢ and place they
pleafed, by enabling the prefident, in giving his {fanca
tion to this bill, to prevent an adjournment which
might be inconfiftent with it. _ _

Mr. Lawrence and Mr. Ames anfwered Mr. Madi-
fon, and contended that it was not unconititional, and
that the gentleman’s argument would operate as well
againft the claufe eftablithing the permanent as the
temporary feat of government. -

Mr. Madifon was fupported by Mr. Lee and Mr.
Boudinot. The former {aid it was both unconiftitutional
and {uperfluous. | =

Mr. Smith, (S. C.) alfo oppo'ed Mr. Madifon on
the conftitutional ground. And Mr. Jackion, in the
courfe of the debate, obferved, that though he had uni-
formly oppofed the bill, he now thought it his duty to
acquicice 1n it, as the voice of his country.

T'he queftion for ftriking out, being put, was nega-

tived. .
A motion was then made by Mr. Madifon, to ftrike
out the word ¢ permanent,” 1n order to kecp up in the
bill the language of the confititution. This was nega-
tived ; and the bill was ordcred to be engrolied tor a
third reading to-morrow.

A meflage from the fenate, ‘that they had concurred
in the bill for eflablithing the falaries of the judicial
department with amendments.

The amendments were to raife the falary of the chief
juftice from 3500 to 4000 dollars; the falaries of the
affociate judges of the fupreme court f 3000 tO
3500. That of the judge of the diftri&t of Maine
from 800 to 1000.—And that of the attorney-general
from 1500 to 2000. The houle agreed to thefe
amendments, except the laft. -

A refolution was reccived from the fenate, that it
be recommended to the feveral ftates to pafs’laws to
make it the duty of the keepers of their feveral gaq)s,
to receive and keep thercim, perfons committed ungder
the authority of the United States, until they be dif-
charged by due courfe of law. The United States to
pay fifty cents a month for each perfon confined, and
likewife to fupport all perfons committed themeto for
offences againit the United States.

Mr. Wadiworth, from the committee to whom was
referred the report of the fecretary of the treafury, re-
ported a bill for defraying of the expences of the civil
lift, the department of war, for warrants iffued byithe
late fuperintendent of finance, for warrants iffued by
the late board of treafury, and to pay the invalid pen-
fioners.

This bill was read a firft and fecond time, and com-
mitted to a committee of the whole, to be taken up to-
morrow morning.

The report on the petition of the baron de Glaubeck,
was agreed to, allowing him fifteen months pay as &
captain in the late continental army.

A meflage was received from the fenate, that they
had reccdc(f from their amendment for raifing the fala-
ry of the attorney-general, and had appointed a com-
mittee of conference on the difagreeing votes of the
houfes on the amendments to the conftitution.

On motion of Mr. Vining, the report of the com-
mittee on the petition of the public creditors was takes
up, and agreed to.

On motion of Mr. Gerry, the houfe refolved, that
