M ADRID,. Jugb.

HE Spanith minifter gave orders to licutenaat-
general Don Theodore de la Croix, formerly
viceroy ot Peru, and now colonel of the Walloon

@hards, to fend an able officer to reconnoitre the weft-

ern parts of North-America, the Ruflian: and other
European fettlements. The viceroy appointed Don
Stefano Jofeph Martinet, sommander of this expedition,
who executed it in e};ht months, with as much zeal as
inte!ligence, He fet fail about the end of March 1788,
from Port Saint Blaife, and in 68 days failing, found
himfelf in 60 degrees lat. exa&ly following captain
Cook’s traf; he parted with the land in 40 degrees,
and arrived in Prince William®s Bay, which bears 60,
t1. 'The current he met with in this latitude obliged
him to put back, after having been in fight of the

‘P Montagu. On the 28th of May, when the
(eafon had covered the face of the country with its
richet ornaments, he enters that bay already known,
and gives it the name Baie de Fleurs. He found no
fettlement there, but the natives of the ifland gave him
(everal accounts relative to former excurfions in thefe
{eas, by the Englith and Ruflians. The moft remark-
able Ruffian colony is found ten leagues to the north of
Trinity Ifland. It is peopled by a great number of
Ruffians deiended by a fort-and fome galleys. The

jurifdiftion of the commander exteads over the vaft
territory of Alafka, and thofe numerous iflands of the .
Archipelago. ' On Martinet’s departure from that port,

he reconnoitered the ifland of Schaumagin, and the
fevera] others unknown to captain Cook, he then put
into Ounalafcka, where he was very cordially reccived
by the commiffary- M. SaicoR Rotapcufmick, who 1s
governor of the colony, the ftrength of which confifts
of feventy Ruffians and a galliot. ‘The Spanifh navi-
gator, after having remained a month at Ounalalcka,

put to fea again and returned to Port St. Blaife, by the

way of Monteri and the canal of St. Barbe without
having touched upon the coalt of Motka, where the
Ruflians have no lettlement. The refult of this expe-
dition has been to diffipate the fears which were enter-
tained on account of the pretended hoftilities of the
Ruffians, from whem on the contrary we have expe-
sienced the moft generous hofpitality. - The coalts of

the colonies of that vaft ocean are better known; they

have taken poffefion of fix important fituations in the

name of the king of Spain; they have acquired a juft
idea of the American nations dependent on Ruffia, and
in fhort, fuch interefting accounts as greatly promote
our tranquillity. ‘The Spanith commander has brought
with him a quantity of furs, patural productions of the
land and water, gold and filver, Ruffian coins, alfo a
fort of paper money iffued by the Ruflians among(t the

tributary nations. , -

L OND ON, September 1.
Extrall of a letter from Bruffels, Augufi 17.

« We are on the eve of a great revolution. Many
of the citizens are every day departing for Holland 1n
queft of arms, to return with them in their hands, and
affert their freedom as the French have done. Itis
even faid, that they have taken fome Holland troops
into pay, and a great many Hanoverian and Prufhan
deferters; and that the number of the confederate mal-
contents amounts to forty thoufand.”

Let thofe who indulge themielves in ridicule of the
French affembly confider, firft,

That they have abolifhed the game laws that fill
difgrace Britain.

That they have abolithed tythes, that in every part
of the fouthern kingdoms, as well as in Ireland, grind
the induftrious yeomanry, and oppreis agriculture.

That they have abolifhed all penfions, excepr thofe
oonferred for actual fervices rendered to the country.

That they have made it an article that no Miniiter
wor civil placeman fhall be permitted to fit:and vote in
the National Affembly.

That they have abolifhed all heriots, fines, recove-
gies, and other rights of fuperiority, which are ftill in
this kingdom the {fubje&t of inceffant hardfhip and liti-
gation, “ \ _

That they have declared every citizen, whatever
may be his religious perfuafions, eligible to every of-
fice of flate, and to every honour in the gift of the
crown.

Without referring to the grand revolution which they
have accomplithed, who will affert that thefe things
are frivolous?

Sep. 3. "The court of ' Spain has prohibited, under
the feverelt penalties, the introduétion into the Spanifh
dominions of any French book, relative to the confli-
tution and revolution which have taken place in

France.

At Madrid an ordinance has been iffued, dated the
11th of Auguft, forbidding the exportation of grain, as
alfo the monopoly of it.

field. After this defeat, colonel Harling penetrated
further up the river, towards the Indian towns, which
were all evacuated by the enemies; the corps then re-
turned, after deftroying one of their towns, rtr':ir cattle,
corn, &c. and arrived at the Falls on the 28th of Sep-
tember, without lofing a fingle man. The report
which has fome time paft been {pread of Mr. Jacob Funk
being killed by the Indians, is erroncous, being ftill in
this country and well.” '
