Jightning into the earth, with fafety to the buildings

on which they are affixed, is now generally knawn.
Thefe rods, as they are commonly made in the country,
are not of fufficient bignefs to conduét fuch difcharges
of eleétric fire as are fometimes made from the clouds,
and in fuch cafes may attraét the danger without a
power to conduét it off. Every fact of thi kind ought
to be ‘commullicated for 'the public information.
Thuriday the 16th inftagt-an eletric rod in this town
was ftruck by li hthing from the clouds.  One of the
poiniérs was melted—a great blaze of fire for feveral
inftants appeaf _ .
thro’ its whole length to the earth, emiited an immenie
number of large {parks~~part of the lightning defcended
by two chimnies, one contigudus to the rod, and the
other thirty fect diftance.
