They pre-
fumed, that the mecaning of the legiflature could not
go turther than to dilpole, according to the expences of
government of moncy belonging ftri¢tly to the public. It
1s well ¥nown, that originally the funds were beftowed
for the purpofe of fecuring the punétual pazyment of
falarics to profeffors and other officers, not exceeding
in the whole the fum of £.1750; and the furplus (if
any) is cxprefsly fubje€ted to the order of the legifla-
ture. But the vifitors apprehended, from the indefinite
terms of the refolve, that they might not be able, even
after the appointment and actu2l employment of all the
profeflors and other ofiicers in their feveral departments
within the college building, to cbtain an end of the
{ufpenficn, without the judgment, or decree, of fome
court, oi the further order of the general aflembly. A
memorial .was accordingly preferred in the houfe of de-
legates, {oliciiing, om realonable conditions, a repeal
of the refolve. . —

As the unlooked for refult of their application may
give rife to an idea, that they muift for {fome time ful-
pend their undertaking ; and that fubfcribers will there-
fore be juftified in with-holding their contributions it
1s proper to aflure them, | R

That nearly the fum of £. 3500, being the amount
of the public donation for the years 1787 and 1788, 1s
now lying in the college treafury, fubjgéyonly to the
order of the vifitors for the payment éf" profeflors and
other oficers. “The vifitors may therefore proceed with
effeét, in completing their appointments, and they are
proceeding, by anticipations cf the fubfcription money,
to finith the building. On the aufpicious completion
of the whole inftitution, agreeably to the moft rigid
conftruction of the refolve, the funds muft revert to the
cdllege. _ |

As the vifitors confider them{elves merely as‘ truftees
to the public, and, as fuch, accountable for their con-
duct, it may got be improper to ‘fay fomething red
{pefting an - inf¥rious report, that they had expended
on the building the entire produét Qihe funds for
four years ; and that without the falitary” interference
of the legiilature, they would have perfifted in an ille-
gal and ill-judged dilpofition of the public money.

The tmdl 1s, that the vifitors being empowered by
law to lay out on the college building the amount of
two years public donation, ecxcept only a {mall part
appropriated to other purpofes of the feminary, their
{uperintending commit.£(;lid actually exceed  their
authority. The faid two years donation, as well as
the inconfiderable portion of the fubfcripticns paid into
their treafury, ‘beirdg expended, committee was
reduced to the difagreeable alternative of either dif-
mifling their workmen or borrowing from that money,
which ,was lying ufelefs, and which could not, until
the fucceeding feflion of aflembly, be fubjeét to any
Jegal ‘order. An attention to the interefts of the col-
lege and to the true welfare of the ftate induced them
to choofe the latter, and they accordingly drew cn
their treafurer to the amount of £.447 7 7 beyond the
two years donation and the fubferiptions which. they
have hitherto been able to colleét. .
