THE vifitdrs and o\*rnora are éhcréhted to attend,
at the ufdal place, on Tuelday the gth of February.
Asthaugn matters of importance await their deliberati-
on, it 1s not ht neceffary by thejr committee to
give them the trduble of convening, before the day al-
figned for their next quarterly meeiing.

The public already knows to what caufe is imputa-
ble the flow progrefs of an inftitution, commenced
with ardour, and diftinguifhed highly by the bounties
of government. Let it, however, be repeated, that it
was found impraéticable, from the fmall number of the
vifitors, to procure a competent meeting for near three
years ; and that, fince the augmentation of their body,

they have proceeded, with all reafonable difpatch, in
the difcharge of their truft.

‘They have at length finifhed a fufficient number of
commodious mems in the college building. A
profeflor is actm¥y engaped therein in teaching the lan-
guages to a confiderable number of promifing youths.
Another is prepared to inftruét them in every branch

~of the {ciences ufually taught on the firft entrance ifito

what is peculiarly called a college. It is propofed to
appoint a third ; and that a principal, a vice-principal,
and the profeflor of languages, togéther with proper
mafters and tutors, to be chofen according to the acs
cefion of fcholars, fhall complete the feminary, for
which no certain fyftem hath yet been adopted.

On this interefting occafion, it is expedient to ex-
plain certain circumitances relative to the funds.

At the feflion of November, 1788, the géneral af-
fembly thought proper to pafs the following refolve.

““ That the fﬁnds appropriated to St. John’s college,
“ for the purpofe of paying profeffors, and other officers,
““ be and are hereby fufpended, until the faid collcge
¢¢ fhall be fintfhed, and the profeflors and other ofiicers
“ thereof be appointed and aftually engaged in the ex-
¢ ercile of their feveral dutics; and that the fame be
applied to the payShent of the intereft of the debe
¢ due to Meflieurs ' Vanftaphorft.”.

The vifitors did not conceive it decent or eligible
until compelled by neceflity, to queftion the binding
force of a refolve wanting the forms, prefcribed by
the conftitution for the paflfage of laws. They pre-
fumed, that the meaning of the legiflature could not
go further than to diipofe, according to the exigences of
government of money belonging ftri¢tly to the public. It
1s well known, that originally the funds were beftowed
for the purpofe of fecuring the punétual payment of
falarics to profeflors and other officers,” not exceedinz
in the whole the fum of £.1750; and the furplus (if
any) 1s exprefsly fubjelted to the order of the legifla-
ture. But the vifitors apprehended, from the indefinite
terms of the refolve, that they might not be able, even
after the appointment and aétual employment of all the

profeflors and other officers in their {everal departments
within the college building, to obtain an end of the
{ufpenfion, without the judgment, or decree, of fome
court, or the further order of the general affembly. A
memorial was accordingly preferred in the houfe of de-
legates, foliciting, on realonable conditions, a repeal
of the refolve.

As the unlooked for refult of their application may
give rife to an idea, that they muft for fome time fuf-
pend their undertaking ; and that fubfcribers will there-
fore be juftified in with-holding their contributions it
1s proper to aflure them,

That nearly the fum of £. 3500, being the amount
of the public donation for the years 1787 and 1788, is
ncw lying in the college treafury, fubje¢t only to the
order of the vifitors for the payment of .profeflors and
other officers. The vifitors may therefore proceed with
effeCt, in completing their. appointments, and they are
proceeding, by anticipations of the {ubicription moaey,
to finifh the building. On the aufpicious completion
of the whole inftitution, agreeably to the moit rigid
conftruétion of the refolve, the funds muft revert to the
college.

As the vifitors confider themfelves merely as truflces
to the public, and, as {uch, accountable for their con-
dutt, it may not be improper to fay fomething re-
{pefting an iInjurious report, that they had expended
on the building the entire produét of the funds for
four years; and that without the falutary interference
of the legiflature, they would have perfiited in an ille-
gal and ill-judged difpofition of the public money.

The truth is, that the vifitors being empowered by
law to lay out on the college building the amount of
two years public donation, except only a fmall part
appropriated to other purpofes of the feminary, their
{fuperintending committee -did actually exceed their
authority. The faid two years donation, as well as
the inconfiderable portion of the fubfcrinticns paid into
their treafury, being expended, the committce was
reduced to the difazregable alternative of either dif-
mifling their workmen or borrowing from that money,
which was lying ufelefs, and which could not, until
the fucceeding feflion of aflembly, be fubjett to any
legal order. An attention to the interefts of the col-
lege and to the truc weltare of the ftate induced them
to choofe the latter, and they have accordingly drawn on
their treafurer to the amount of £.447 7 7 beyond the
two years donation and the f{ubfcriptions which they
have hitherto been able to colleét.

The committee never, one moment, fuppofed them-
felves -authorifed to change - the appropriation; and
they were fenfible, that, if the money fo drawn could
not otherwife be replaced, they were liable to be
called on in their private charaters. At the fame
time, they had in their power, upon a reafonable no-
tice, to draw a larger fum from a commercial houfe
in which had been depofited the contribution of Ag-
napolis fchool ; and they flattered themfelves, théy
might depend for further fupplies on the taith of other
fub{cribers. -

To ‘the unfair reprefentation of their conduét was
perhaps owing the failure of ghe memorial ; and fup-
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. ty, decealed, once more carneftly requefts
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pofing that ‘-geprefegta% to be. true, it was an indif-
penfable duty in ¢hé legiflature, to refrain them.
It Would affront the goo ‘
Maryland, by }foﬂnﬂ ries of remarks, to enforce
the propriety of prelerving national faith, to infift on
the regard due to chartered rights; and to inculcate again
and again the beneficial influence of literature and
{cience, both in private and public.—It cannot be,
that the wifdom of the legiflature will permit the total
infraltion of a folemn engagement, when the moft
laydable purpofes for which it was entered into, are
{o likely to be fulfilled. Indeed nothing has yet been
done, to evince fuch an intent in the great body of
our reprefentatives. |

The {ubfcribers to the college are once more con-
jured, by the ties of honour, and by thofe powerful
motives, which aétuated ‘them in the beginning, to
difcharge, at leaft, that part of their fubferiptions,
which has been due more than three years. On them
will depend, in a great meafure, the fpeedy com-
pletion of a feminary from which much is expeéted.
There 1s now no fund, except their contributions, for
Indemnifying the vifitors in finifhing the houfe, which
will be done as fpeedily as is confiftent with fafety
and coavenience. It is to be owned, and regretted,

that in the profecution of the work fo large a fum has

been expended. Let it at the fame time be remem-
bered, that the' work was begun at a period unfavour-
able for the purchafe of almoft every article for build-
ing and for every kind of contra&t with workmen,
and that it was conduéted, during that long unfor.
tuncte interval before mentioned, by an undertaker,
on a fcale Jaid down with an eye to the fuppofed
greatnels of the funds. But experience has -demon-
ltrated the precarioufnefs of fupplies arifing from @wo-
(untary {ublcriptions to the amount of [ .11,000 ; and
the building, for fomne time
under the immediate view and direétion of a com-
mittee whole zeal only has prompted them to eagage,
and whofe honour. is pledged for the moft frural-ex-
penditures. '
