Antwerp and Malines are provinces independent of
Brabanr, though furrounded by i1t, and {fubject to the
houfc of Aufiria.

The feventeen provinces, of which Brabant forms a
part, were, long after the decline of the Roman em-
pire, governed by their own princes, till {wvallowed
up by the houfe of Burgundy; from thence they paf-
{fcd to Spain, and from Spain, thofe which are now
called Auftrian Netherlands, are confidered as a circle
of the empire, and contribute their fhare to the impofts
of the empire, but not fubject to 1its judicatures; for
though the archducal houie, as being fovereign of the
whole, is the direting and fummoning prince, the
conftitution enjoins an affembly, or parliament, for
each province, confifting of the clergy, nobility, and
deputies, who meet at Bruffels, and who are convened
to make Jaws for the general good of the whole.

Concciving thofe privileges trampled upon by the
late decrees of the emperor, and, perhaps, feeling the
general {pirit of continental politics at prefent in their
favour, the inhabitants of the different towns have
armed and make refiftance, the event of which, time
only can determine.

Now. 17. A private letter to agcntleman in Trinity-

- The following day, af-
ter fome fkirmifhes, in which only a few lives were
loft, they made themfelves mafters of Lillo, the key of
Brabant on that fide, and advanced towards Antwerp.

In.the night of the 24th, they. qu]'cg'cd th_cmfelyes of
an hoftage, for the fecprity. of thejr friends in Bruflels.
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M. de Cfumpiper, Hcﬁ_ancellor of Brabant, one of the
moft active among the agents of their fovereign, was
furprifed at his country feat on the banks of the Scheld,

conveyed to the head quarters of the patriots. They
gave immediate notice to the Auftrian officer that they
would retaliate on his perfon any feverities exercifed on
their imprifoned friends.
