On this interefting occafion, it is expedient to ex-
plain certain circumjtances relative to the funds.

At the feflion of November, 1788, the -yns.ral af -
{embly thought proper $0 pafs the following refolve.

¢¢ That the fp ds appropriatgd to St. John’s college,
« for the purgofe of paying profeflors, and other officers,
¢ be and are hereby fufpended, until the faid coljege
¢ fhall be finithed, and the profeflors and other oficrs
¢ thereof be appointed and aétyally engaged in the ex-
« ercife of their feveral duties; and that the fame be
¢ applied to the payment of the intereft of the debt
¢ due to Meflicurs Y;nilaphor.& e | |
~ The vifitors did not conceive it decent or eligible
until compelled by neceflity, to queltion the binding
force of a refolve wanting the lorms, prefcribed by
the conftitution for the paflage of Tws. 'Thcy pre-
fumed, that the meaning of the legiflature could not
go further than to difﬁofc, according to the exigences of
government of money belonging {triétly to the public. It
4s well known, that originally the funds were beftowed
for the purpofe of fecuring the punétual payment of
falaries to profeffors and other officers, not exceeding
in the whole the fum of £.1750; and the furplus (if
any) is exprefsly fubjected to the order of the legifia-
ture. But the vifitors apprehended, from the indefinite
terms of the refolve, that they might not be able, even

~ after the appointment and aétual em loyment of all the

" profeffors and other officers in their {everal departments
within the college building, to obtain an end of the
fufpenfion, without the judgment, or decree, of {fome
court, or the further order of the general aflembly. A
memorial was accordingly preferred in the houfe of de-
legates, {foliciting, on reafonable conditions, a repeal
of the refolve. - .

As the unlooked for refult of their application maly

give rife to an idea, that they muft for fome time ful-
_pend their undertaking ; and that fubfcribers will there-
fore be juftified in with-holding theig,contributions it
is proper to affure them,

That nearly the fum of £. 3500, being the amount
of the public donation for the years 1787 and 1788, 1s
now lying in the college treafury, fubjeét .only to the
order of the vifitors for the payment of proteflors and
other officers. The vifitors may therefore proceed with
effect, -in completing their appointments, and they are

. proceeding, by anticipations of the fubfcriptiop moncy,
to finith the building. On the aufpicious completion
of the whole inftitution, agreeably to the moit rigid
conftruction of the refolve, the funds muit revert to the

As-the vifitors conifider themfelves merely as truftees
to the public, and, as fuch, accountable for their con-
du@, iit may not be improper to fay {omething re-
{pefting an injurious report, that they had expended

.on the 'building ‘the entire produét of the funds for
four years ; and that without the falutary interference
of the legiflature, they would have perfifted in an ille-
gal and ill-judged difpofition of ‘the public money.

The truth ‘is, that the vifitors being empowered by
law -tolay -out on-the coliege ‘building the amount of
two years public donation, ecxcept only a fmall part
appropriated to  other purpofes of the feminary, their
- fuperintending committee did altually exceed their
authority. The faid two years donation, as well as
theinconfiderable portion o(v the fubfcripticns paid into
their tfeafury, being expended, the committee was
reduced to the difagreeable alternative of either dif-
miffing their workmen or borrowing from that money,
whidh -was lying ufelefs, and which could not, until
the fucceeding leffion of affembly, be fubject to any
legal order. An attention to the intercfts of the col-
lege and to the true welfare of the ftate induced them

' their. treafurer to the amount -of £.447 7 7 beyond the

two years dopation and the fybfcriptions which they

{rated the precarioufnefs of fupplies arifing from wo-
luntary fubfcriptions to the amount of £ .11,000 3 and
the building, for fome time paft, has becn carried on
under the immediate view and dire€tion of a com-
mittee whofe zeal only has prompted them to engage,
and whofe honour is pledged for the moft frugal ex-
penditures. -
