Such as have efcaped the rage of this devouring
element, are no lefs indebted to you for their lives,
your prefence of mind, ftrength, and refolution, in
arrefting its fatal progrefs, lay claim to a lafting re-

smbrance from every inhabitant of this place.

This unfortunate accident was not neceflary to prove,

that all mankind afe brethren; much lefs, to convince -

the French of your fincere attachment to them.
It is the wifh of the committee, that this addrefs
may, in the moft public manner, teftify their grateful
acknowledgments’ for your fervices on this melancholy
occafion; and that a copy of the addrefs may fo far
" merit your approbation, as to be fent to the minifter of
France, that it may be forwarded and preferited to the
reprefentatives of the United States of America. And
may a people fo illuftrious and o generous ds the Ame-
ricans, enjoy all the profperity and happinefs of which
they are {o highly deferving.
