Several petitions and reports were read and referred,

The houfe then reiolved itfelf: into a committee of
the whole, on the report of the feleét commirtee on the
memorial of the officers of the late navy ot the United
States, which report was in their tavour, and ftated

that they ought to be put upon the fame footing, with
refpeét to 1he commutation ot haif pay, and lands, &c,
as the officers of the army: of the United States.

A coanfiderable debate took place on this fubjett, and

guments were urged to fhew that the number
of applicants, un'er this meafure, thould it be pafled
Into a law, woulid be very numerous; that there w g
N0 recommendation from the old congrefs in thewr
favour; that if the prefent report was rejeéted, it
would not preveant fuch offi .ers of the navy as had
Jult claims upon the juttice or generofity of tne United
States from coming torward and having j ftice Jone
them. Thele, and many other arguments were made
ule of by the oppofers of the report, _

On the other fide, it was very ably fupported by
Mr. Burke, Mr. Seney, Mr. Jackfon, Mr. Gerry,

r. Haptley and others; who contended, that the of-
ficers ?:;the Navy were nut only entitled to be put upon

an equality with the officers of -the army, but prov-d
that they had fuffered much greater hardfhips; in the
very piizes they might bave taken during the war, they
were only allowed a part of thofe, whereas, in Great.
Britain and other countries, it 18 the conit .nt praétice
to give them tive whole of the priges.

It was further urged, that many of them had been
confined, at the clofe of the war, in Englith dungeo.s
abroad, and not treated as prifoners Ulually ar-, but
as rebels; and that this prevented them from appeare
ing to fupport their claims againft the Uaited States,
when the officers of the army had brought forward
their claims; that as labouring under the difadvantage
of ablence and confinement, they were undountedly en-
titled to the attention of congrels; but, as Mr, Burke
alleged, they had got nothing but feuare doliars (ai-
lal:dmg to the continental money) even for their prizcs,
