a great number wounded. We have taken from them
three pieces of cannon, one pair of colours, about a
dozen of their huffar horfes, and a great number of
prifoners ; in fhort, their right wing is entirely deteated,
and the enemy are retired towards Gewes and Affcfle,
without having made any attempts to recover the poits
we had taken frcm them. = -
After having chaced the Auftrians for two leagues
and an half, the geceral finding the number of his
troops confiderably diminithed by the polis he was

- ‘obliged to occupy as he went along, and the Auitrian

army being, on the coptrary, much ftrengthened by

“the addition of the troops from the poits that he had

abandoned, he gave over the purfuit, and thought it

. moft advifable to withdraw his troops to their camp, as

thev had been under arms two days and two nights.

Jﬂtbtntr'f particulars of the dreadful affair at Naxcy, from

M. Bouille’s letter to the national affembly, dated Nan-
¢y, September 1. ; ; b w
¢ Sincé .my entrance into this city, I'have not had

- a minute to {pare, to fend a regular account of my con-

duét and of the prefent ftate of things hére.  On the
31t I affembled the troops deftined to quell the rebel-
lion of the three regiments at Nancy. I read to them
the decree of the national affembly ; and from thieir
manner I faw I might depend on their difpofition and
order to execute their decree. |

¢ At ten o’clock, on the road from Pont a Mouflen
to Nancy, I was met by a deputation from the muni-
cipmlity and the garrifon of Nancy. My anf{wer was
pofitive, that the garrifon muft quit the city, and Mon-
fieurs Denoue and Malfeigne muft be fet at liberty. 1

continued my march, and at two o’clock in the after-

noon I arrived within a league and a half of the city.
‘« Here I was again met by deputies, to whom 1 re-
peated the conditions; and added, befides, that they
muft deliver to me four of the mcit culpable of each
regiment, whom I fhould fend to the national afiem.-
y. A delay of one hour was defired—1I granted it.
Av four o'clock I approached the city—I made my

troeps nalt at thirty yards from the walls. ;

‘“ A deputation froin the municipality, and from the
king’s regiment, informed me, that the {oldiers were
departing according to my orders. ' I.ran to my ad-
vance guard to prevent an a&ion.—While thg {oldiers
were going out of the pther gates, one only was guard-
ed by the foldicrs from cach of the three regiments.
marched to'the gate with my van.guard—I1 {fummoned

the gate to be furrendered—I was anf{wered by the dif-
charge of canwon and mulketry.

'The national guard
returned the fire, burit upen the gate, and 1t was no
longer poilible to Rop my mmen--they kilied all that cn-

countered thein:

¢« When arriyed at the Great Scuarey I formed my
troops in order of batile. They fired on Us from the
windows. I immediately advanced through different
ftrects to the arfenal, and the quarters of the regiments,
Here a furious combat commenced—which lalted three
hours., I had not more than 2400 regulars, and 6 or
700 national guards, and we were attacked by 10,000,
for the imturgents were joined by the lower part of the
inhabitants, - "

: At feven o’cluck, the Swifs regiment of Chateaux-

vieux, being part cut t» pieces, and, part taken prifon-
ers, the regument of Meftre-de-camp being fled out of
the city, the king’s regiment fent to me that they
would furrender. 1 ordered them to march cut of the

city to their deftined quarters, and then I repaired to

the Town-Houie,

““ To.day order is entirely re-citablifhed, and. the
citizens are latisfied. . We have loft 2 great many men
~—1I cannor at prefent exatly ipecily the number of the
dead, but I nelieve they amount to at leatt three hun.
dred.

¢« Monfieur Malfeigne has rejoined the carabineers,
who have returned to their duty, and have delivered up
twenty of the ring-leaders of the infurretion.”

Particubars of the late FI1rE at M ADRID.

This dreadful fire that has been burning upwards of

ten days, has nearly deitroyed in Place Mayer one of

the hand{>meft {quares of the capital, and the moft

filled with tradetmen’s thops—a third part of it, with
a row of houlfes of an adjacent f{treet, upwards of 8o
in‘all, have already fallen a prey to the flames, which
the public prayers, many foldiers-and workmen, with
a {mall engine and feveral fquirts, have not been able
to ¢xtinguifh. T'he fire began at midnight—forthwith
the miraculous image of St. Roch wias uncovered and
brought in proceflion to the fquare, but the conflagra-
tion, notwithftanding the preience of the faint, and
the fervent prayers of the multitude, did not rage with
lefs violence. The holy facrament fucceeded, but with
as little fuccefs ; the duke of Medina Celithen fubiti-
tuted the facred image of our Saviour, belonging to the
capuchin’s convent in his hotel. Thefe fucceflive plous
cfiorts lafled more than fix hours, during which time
it was vifible that the workmen preierred prayers-to
exerticns.  'The Dominicans have been reproached
with having refufed to bring forth our lady of Atccha,
a Madonna, who never fiils of {uccefs. The fire, it
is {zid, was owing to a private gentleman’s devotions,
who kept, day and night, many lighted tapers pefore
the thrine of a wonderful image.

Got home, guch fatigued with the day’s {port-—
went to our club, and told a thoufand lies about the
birds we killed and the prefents we made of them,
fmoaked our pipes, and by twelve got to bed.

PORTSMOUTH, (N. H.) November 3.
