be able to ride out the gale until the morning.. While
we were refclving on this hazardous expedient, the
breakers foon appeared in view, dark as the night was;
for they rolled furioufly, and white as {fnow, over a
fhoal, which we fince found to be that called ‘the
Shears. The floop entered and paffed’ through this
fhoal, ftriking twice, and fuffcring no other damage
but ftaving in her dead lights, 1o as to fill the cabbin
about half full of water. Under this fhoal we came
te, with two anchors a-head. About four o’tlock i
the morning, ‘the ftorm increafing, and raifing the
{well of the ‘fea, one of the cables parted, and tae
other dragging on a fhodi which the morning difcover-
ed to leeward of us: we faw now that notping re-
mained but to flip our cables, and once more to put
the veflel at the mercy of the fea and wind right afore
it, and try to pafs through the breakers, which reachca
and broke violently near a mile in upon the fhore. In
trying this laft expedient the velflel ftruck fevera!l times,
but beat over the breakers at laft, and ran aground
about nine o’clock this merning.
