After leaving the capes of
Virginia, we had good weather, and in general favour-
able winds, till the 14th. Being then in lat, 46, 32,
long. 21. W. came on a hard gale from the E. N.'E.
Ifound the brig, though ftaunch and good in other re-
ipcéis, to have the bad property of laying to broad ofF
when hove to, This was the unfortunate occafion of
lofing my boat, caboofe, and feveral other articles  off
the main deck, by the {ucceflive heavy feas fhe fhipy.ed',
and which finally obliged us to bear away before them
for {everal hours. From every appearance, fufpefling
another gale near at hand, on the 17th, I fitted up a
raft, ftrongly compacted, confilting of broken {pars,
ranging timiber, icantling, eimply water-cafks, and
other pare lumber on and between' decks.
