(Vificenies) had ‘been previoully ordered to_make a
movement towards them with the trodps under his
command : 306 militia from Kentucky were ordeéred

" to reinforce him. ' The moévement was intended as
“well for a diverfion to prevent ah union‘\of the Indian
firength, as for the purpofe of effefting a jun&ion

- with our whole force, in cafe I fhould have judged it
advifable to enter the country of the Ouiattons, Cir-
eum{tmétcé however rendered it’ imprafticable for me

of fuccefs. The horfes of the army were now by
various caufes, reduced to two thirds of their original
number, and the remainder fo worn down with hard
fervice, as to preclude the poffibility of reaping much
farther bencfit from them. I have not yet received
any communication from major Hamtramck, notwith-
ftanding the long lapfe of time fincg he was ordered to
march. _

¢ On the 21t Oftober, the army decamped from

cight miles. Here we remained till the morning of
the 23d. Finding, in the mean time, that the enemy
ftudioufly avoidecf coming to a gemeral attion; and
conceiving it improper to leave them in the quict en-
joyment of their late fuccefs, I refolved to make an
effort to bring on another partial engagement. For
this purpofe I detiched, on the 211t, late at night,
Colonel Hardin and major Wyllys, with 360 men, 60
of whom were federal infantry—the reft being militia,
from Pennfylvania and Kentucky. I had fometime
before, mounted a company of militia, and annexed it
to the two troops of Kentucky cavalry, giving the com-
mand of the whole to major Fontaine, a brave and
deferving officer, at that time ferving as my Aid-de-
Camp. This corps made a part of the prefent com-
" mand, - s
“ I gave orders to find out and fight the enemy at
all events, and to be fparing of no means that might
tend to le&cn the number of the favages.—Knowing
of what importance the life of every warrior is held
among them. The detachment reached the confluence
of the Omee aud St. Mary, early next morning, and
filed off in three columns. The left, under colonel
Hardin and major Hall, croffed at Kegaiogue, and
proceeded along the weft bank of the St. Jofeph. The
centre, confifting of the federal troops, under major
Wyllys, having pafled the Omee at the French village,
& moved up the eaft bank of the St. Jofeph, at fome
8’ diftance from the river, while major M*Millan led the
3 right column over fome heights on Wyllys’s right.
The enemy now appeared in different quarters, and
‘the columns were foon and feverally engaged with
various fuccefs, A body of the favages having appear-
ed'in Wyllys’s front, and cherifhed the idea of an at-
tack there, 1uddenly gained the unoccupied heights on
the right, and turned his flank. At this crifis fell
major Wyllys, an officer whole long and meritorious
fervices claim the grateful remembrance of his country.
With thé talents of a cultivated mind, he united the
beft virtues of the heart, The little party, unfupport-
ed, -and overpowered by numbers, now gave way,
leaving 5o out of 60 dead upon the field. Free ufe
Was made of the bayonet, which the favages experi-
enced to their coft. Lijeutenan:t Frothingham, of my
zegiment, was killed in the ation, . I have loft in him
an ufeful officer, and a worthy map. While this part
of the bufinels was a&ting, the militia were not idle:
they behaved with the fpirit of veterans, and {lew
numbers of the enemy; who met their fate with un-
common bravery. In fhort, each fide feemed emulous
to- eftablifh a charafter over the other.—The militia
¢very where gave firiking proofs of determined courage.
The favdges were in no inftances behind them, and the
flaughter was reciprocal, . "

“ From the belt information the enemy loft in the

“a f{quaw or a child wag feen this day to fwell the num-
ber of the flaia.

Many had been fhot or ftolen on thé expedition ; others
were loft in the woods; and others again, being worn
out with fatigne, were, cither killed or Jelt behind.
The advanced ftate of the feafon having deprived us,
in a great mealurc of forage, I ordered them, at times,
to be tied up at night, and flour to be ferved out at the
rate of three¢ pounds daily to every horie; hence you
will perceive an extraordinary confumption arofe of
that article. '

¢ [ detained in confinement here the Shawanoe pri-
foner we had taken, till the 18th inftant, when I dif-
miffed him back to his nation; but in a way, I truit,
that impreffed him with ideas of our {upe:ior power,
his own infignificance, and our contempt of his bre-
thren. I ordered him a few trinkets, and an elcorte
to fee him fafely advanced on the road 25 miles, left
any of our hunters might fall in with him, and ufe him
lcl{ tenderly than I withed. He appeared to be thank-
ful and departed from the garrifon with a mixture of
forrow, gratitude and joy.”

¢ If the report refpeéting major Hamtramck be near
the truth, that hehad deftroyed four of the Indian vil-
lages, and all their provifions, and had returned with.

news we fhall hear from the Indians, will be a humble
{fupplication for peace: Should that, however, not hap-
pen foon, I will find means to let them know, that it
will not be refufed them if they defire it on reafonable
terms.”
