¢ There is a-ufage at this port, which allows on
all bills of lading, filled with primage and average ac-
caftomed, ten per cent. on the freight—fay five to the
captain for primage, and five to the fhip tor average.
As this occafions trequent and difagreeable difpuies
here between the captains and confignees, and often
fubjects the freighter to a charge he 1is not aware of,
I beg leave to fuggell, that it would be well to ftipu-
late on the bill of lading, what is to be¢ allowed, to
cither the captain or fhip, over and above freight.
As this is not generally known in America, and the
information may intercit your merchants in general, 1
beg that it may be inferted in the difterent newipapers
throughout the United Scates.” ,

Feb. 1. A Dublin newlpaper has the following pa-
ragraph : “ Laft weck a gentleman of this city, who
came paflenger in the brig Triton, arrived off Pafiage,
from Philadelphia in- 34 days, relates, that the con-
grefs had determined to fend an envoy to' the great

Thg great and good Wafthington has per-
fetly recovered trom his late illnefs ; for which, fire-
works were difplayed, cannon fired, and every de-
monftration of joy and refpeét in the power of a {en-
fible and animated people to beftow.”

Feb. 2. Yefterday his excellency the governor com-
municated to the legiflature a letter from governor
Chittenden, of Vermont, dated January 22d, en-
clofing a certified copy of an at of that ftate, tor pay-
ing 30,000 dollars to this ftate, and fixing the boun-
dary of Vermont. Alfo informing, that they had ap-
rointed the honourable Nathaniel Chapman, and
Lewis R. Morris, Efquires, commiffioners to negotiate
the admiffion of that ftate into the union.”

“ They refolved unanimoufly to write to the cham-
bers of commerce at’ Nantes, of Rouen, and of other
{fea port towns to requeft their concurrence to an ad-

They defire that the Americans, who hitherto have
paid no tufinage in France, be placed on the fame
footing as the French are in America. [ do not know
what will be the refult of this ftep, but I fha!l take care
to inform you of it by the firlt opportunity,
_ “ Great complaints are made here that your govern.
i ment has appointed two confuls to refide at Hifpaniola
” and Martinico. We do not even allow the Spaniards
to have conluls in our colonies. Thefc officers are only

sdmitted in countries where commerce is free; the
trade of our iflands is not free; it cannot, it will not
be free. OQur policy in this refpe@ does not differ
from .that of other nations; attempt to {fend confuls to
Jamaica or to the Havannah, and you will fee how
tiiey will be received. 3

Laft Thurl(day aftcrnoon, the brig Eliza, from Bar-

badoes, belonging to Shelburne, in company with the
Cleopatra, caprain Hopkins, from Cape Frangois,
came off this bar. No pilots being out, the mafter of
the Eliza afked captain Hopkins if he knew the way
in ? He informed him that his mate had formerly been
a pilot here, and faid he might follow him. That
night they came to anchor in two and a half fathoms
at high water. Captain Hopkins loft his anchor on
Friday morning, and in the fnow ftorm got within a
cable’s length of the Eliza.
+ About one o’clock the Eliza’s main-maft was cut
away, and half after two her forc-maft. On Saturday,
aoout one o'clock in the morning, the Eliza’s people
called out for help, fhe being in the fouth breakers—
but, captain Hopkins finding it then impoffible to get
out his boat, could not give them any afliftance. Atter
repeated trials however he got on board her at feven,
and found five dead men lafhed to different parts of
the wreck.
