~fortune made. To.this miitaken policy mi?r, in a

great mealure, be attributed the flow progrefs in this
kingdom towards improvement in our various trades
and manufaétures.”

houfes§ the Incians burnt the town before the troops

depofited their corn, having it fafely covered over with
carthy then, burnt down all the houfes. But our
tfbops fbund it, and effetually deftroyed all the corn,
An old Frenchman informed our troops, that in the
fpace of 4b years which he lived there, he knew up-
wards of ?.o"’oo white men burnt in that town.

By fome mifcondu&, on the retreat of our army,
the Indians gained almoft a total vitory. We loft 87

By letters received from Muikingum the 17th in-
flant, we are enabled to prefent the following intelli-
gence to our readers,—

About fix weeks ago, a fmall party of the moft en-
terprizing of the Mufkingum people, commenced a
{ettlement at a place called the Big-Bottom, about 24
miles from Marietta by lind, and about 40 miles up
the Mufkingum. They had built a block houfe, and
had began to make improvemsnts—when on the 2d
inftant in the dufk of the eveni g, not having barred
the door, the houfe was furprifed by a party of about
40 Indians, confifting chicfly, if not wholly, of the
Tawwa, Shawanee and Kekkappoo mations. The
onfet was fo impetuous, that the unhappy victims had
not time to find a gun, but fell an ealy facrifice to the
vindictive and cruel enemy, whole horrid policy would
not admit the lalt of the unfortunate party who were
in the houfe, to the claim of mercy, notwithtanding
it was {ued for in the moft moving manner. Onpe
perfon only of the whole efcaped, by being out, who
lay concealed about 4o rods from the place, and was
witnels to the awful fcene. The number who perifh-
ed on this occafion, were in all 14; among whom
were one woman and two children. . Three prifoners
were taken from a finall cabin one mile from this

place the fame evening, whofe fate is doubted to be
{till more unfortunate.
