“ This will be handed to you by a perfon who is to
carry a petition from the inhabitants ot this and Wath-
ingron county, to the prefident, {fetting forth our dan-
gerous fituation.

(Saturday 29th January) about bfeak of day the In-
dians fired on them as they lay fleeping in their camp;

'# got off clear, only two of them were wounded, and

were almoft naked; they had to come about 30 miles
through the froft, to Wheeling, where they lived.
On Friday the 11th inftagg, about one mile from Char-
leftown at the mouth of Buffaloe, five perfons were
killed, and two taken prifoners ; there were three ta‘lcn,
but one got off, as follows :—The woman of the fami-
ly was firft taken, fhe was {ome diftance fromx the
houfe making fugar; they tiej her to a fapling, and
then left her and went to the houfe, during which
time fhe by fome means got loofe and made her efcape.
The Indians brought her fucking infant to the place
where they left her, and when they found her gone,
beat the child’s brains out againgt a tree, &c. I was at
Buffaloe next day, after this happened, and faw the
men jult returning from burying the dead, and alfo
talked with one of the men that was {urprifed at the
fire before mentioned, perhaps you know him, he is
brother to colonel Daniel Williamfon, late fheriff of

.celved an order from the court upon the executor for
the delivery of the eftate of his ward into his hunds,
Property of this nature was confidered as claffed fno
the following kinds—fervants and flaves ; mouey, plate,
rings and jewels ; cattle, horfes and fheep ; and houfe.
hold ftuff and lumber.

Servants and flaves were to be appraiffd to the guar.
dians, and he was accountable in any event for the like
number in value, quality and fpecies, or co npellable
to make up the deficiency in money. Money, pla,
rings and jewels, were to be prelerved, and delivesed
idcntically to the orphan. Cartle, horfes and fheep,
were to be returned by the guardian, the fame in kind
and value. Houtehold ftuff and lamber were to be
appraifed, and the amount was payable to the orphan

in money or tobacco.
If any loffes happened in this eftate, they were fuf.

tained by the guardian ; if it became increaied, he wis
benefited by the gain. In the mean while he enjoyed
the ufe and intereft of the eftate, and was prefamed 1o
apply the profits to the board, cloaths, phyfic, and edu-
cation of his ward ; and was accordingly prec/usd from
claiming any allowance for thefe charges.

Thus were the laws underttosd and pratifed under
