The general paid us the com-
pliment of relieving our guard, as if we had been re-
gular foldiers of his maiter, and allowéd us the honour
of wearing our regimentals and fwords, a thing not

granted tw other companies in the country, who
are all difafmed, and not fuffered to appear in uni-

form. |

This morning we aflembled to the amount of 150
companies, and elcorted the gemeral, count le Tour
to church, when a grand Te Deum was performed.

This evening we give the officers a ball, and then I
hope we fhall return quietly to bufinefs again,

Since writing the above, we have received the
thanks of the general, for our care in prote&ting the
town and attentiom to him, and expreffing his defire
to become a captain of the Andre. A general meeting
will admit him this evening. '
