According to the accounts received of this aftonith-

ing viftory, at lealt 13,000 of the Turks were killed:
the only furviving people, to whom quarter was at
length given, are the commandant, a Tartarian prince
and about four hundred men, who were referved to
witnefs the bravery and triumoph of their enemics.
- It is remarkable that all the conquefts which the
Rufhans have made over the Turks, have been obtain-
el either without refiftance, .or hive been attended
with the moft horrid butchery.

This is a natural confequence of the terror which
the Raflian name ftrikes into the breafts of the Turkith
{oldiers, and which the conquerors have taken pains to
inlpire and to keep up.

The dread of indifcriminate flaughter operates on
the Turks fo forcibly, that on feveral occafions, they
have not even attempted to refift.

The grand vizier, inftead of oppofing his forces to
thofe of the Ruffians in defence of Ifmael, as he boafted
it was his intention, fled towa-ds the defiles of Mount
Hzmus, where he is likely to faffer much for want of
provifions during the winter. :

In thefe circamftances, the negotiations carrying on
for the fypport of the Turkith empire, daily verging
to ruin, require more circamipeétion than ever.

The flaughter was of cour?; {avage and undiflinguifh-
ing. Quarter was not afked by the conquered ; nor,
if it had been, would the conquerors have granted it.

About 12,0c0 Turks are imagined to have perifhed
in this dreadful carnage—the Pacha, a Tartar prince,
and about 4co men, are all the furvivors of this de-
voted garrifon.

_Such terror does the very name of the Ruffian troops
excite in the Ottoman army, that the grand vizier has
