¢ The good of the fervice rendered it neceffary for
me to go to Lake Erie; I ftarted the 2d inftant, with
fome Indians and four white people; when I paffed
Caflawagn, I faw feveral white people there at work ;
but on my return I found that fettlement entirely de-
ferted. This furprifed me much, and I feat a man
out to f{ee if he could make any difcoveries. He foon
returned with cne Cornelius Vanhorn, who faid he was
taken by four Indians about 12 o’clock that day, (the
gth) and that he had left three men at Mead’s mill in
the morning ; that he was put in charge of an old In-
dian, while the others went in fearch of the horfes,
and was taken about ten mniles, when the old Indian
tied him to a tree, and went off 3 that he then cut him-
felf loofe, and made his way towards the mills. We
were under arms all night, and at day break fet off
for this place. A fhort time after we arrived here a
éertain Chriftian Lance came in, and gave me the
following account, viz. That he being unwell on the
morning of the day I had been at Caflawago, he had
hired William Greg, and Thomas Ray, to plough for
him; that they had not been long gone, before he
heard two guns go cff, ard jumping aut of his bed
went to the door, where he faw an Indian boy, who,
by figns gave him to underftand that Greg and Ray
were killed, and for him to make off as quick as pofli-
ble. This mifchief was done by Chippaways.

¢ Mr. Vanhom 2lfo told me that the Indians who
took him, faid that there was parties out who would
ftrike gear Fort-Pitt, and from that down to Wheel-
ing.”

“ | wrote to you from Fort Piit, which place we
left the 3d inftant, in company with two other boats,
and proceeded to Limeftone, without meeting or ap-
prehending danger——ct that place we were informed
of feveral difafters which had befalien boats going

down the river, and one to a boat going up toa French -

{tation, loaded with bacon, butter, &c.~~The parti-
culars relative to tne latter are as follow—The boat

‘was artacked by about 60 or 0 Indians, and the

flankers that were on fhore as a' guard were fired on by

them——immediately after firing, thev gave the Indian

hoop, and, ruthing on the flankers, fcalped them every
one (about 22)——they then fired at the boat, but did
no damage, as it required fome time to make their
way into the river. After the favages had executed
this terrible a& of barbarity, they continued on the
river watching for other boats. In the courfe of about
fix days, five or fix boats happened down the river——
the favages attacked the foremoft of them, in which
were two yeung ladics, of the name of Macdonald, a
young gentleman, and fome others, paffencgers, and
took it; elevated with this eafy capture, they imagined
themielves capable of taking every boat they might fall
in with—In a little time a fecond boat hove in fight,
which they atiacked with great fury—they were in
three canoes, each canoe congaining about twenty-—they
moved towards the boar, as it came down, and com-
menced firing; after difcharging their guns, they re-
treated, Joaded and came on a fecond time, fired and
retreated as before—this mode of fighting they repeat-
ed nine different times; as often as they came on,
there was a britk firing kept up from the boat, which
contained -nine fighting men ;~~during the condiét two
were killed, and five wounded'; two only remained to
protet the boat, and prevent the Indians from board-
ing it, which every a nce of their conduét plain.
ly. indicated==thefe two brave fellows exerted them-
{elves in a peculiar manner—on a near approach of the

they perfift in boarding, which the Indians perceiving,
and, as it is {uppofed, their ammunition being expend-
ed, they retreated, without accomplifhing their objeét.
