putenkow, having been bit by a mad dog, but fhew-
ing no fymptoms of hydrophobia, went to 8 wedding,
where he had been previoufly invited ; there he eat
and drank cheerfully, without any ong deeming it
nkceflary to ftand on their guard; but before they
arofe from table, forty.eight men and forty-one women
were fuddenly tiken ill, fo rapid was the progrefs of
the venom : fome complained of a dreadful pain in the
head, fome fpit tlood abundantly, whilft others re-
‘mained fupified and fenfelefs. Affiftance was initant-
ly procured, and thofe unfortunate guefts were ob-
ferved to have, under their tongue, little puftules, firlt
of the fize of abarley-corn, but every'initant increaf-

. ing in bignefs. Thefe were bored through with a

needle, and evacuated a black gore. The operation
was repeated nine times upon fome of the patients, and
then the wounds were rubbed with fine falt. The
{ame trial was made upon the young iman, but to no
purpofe; and after having fhewed all the {ymptoms of
confirmed and incurable madnefs, he died in all the
horror and agony of that drcadful diforder.

CURIOUS WRITING.

A moit extraordinary piece of writing has been late-
ly exhibited®to a few curious perfons of diftinction in
Dublin, defigned and written in London by Joleph
Ganthony, Efquire, F. S. A. which, it is faid, has
been purchafed by a nobleman of the firft rafte in that
country. The folldwing is a defcriprion of this amazing
difplay of penmanfhip, which is joftly the admiration
of all who have feen 1t.

It reprefents the death of our Saviour. The. height
of thz crofs five inches, and the length of the body
two inches and an half, which feems at frft to be
drawn with a fine hair pencil, but on a clofer infpec-
tion you perceive that the ftrokes whicn foym the piece
confifting of exceeding fine writing,” that cannot be
read with the naked eye, but by the help of a magni-
fying glafs we may be plainly difinguifhed. 'The
1gth chapter of-St. John, in which are 42 verfes ; the
4:h verfe of the g3d of lfaiah, and 4th verie of 8th
Plalm, which are all verbatim with the Bible ; and at
the foot of the crofs the Lord’s prayer is wrote in a
line two inches and a quarter long, but in much
{maller letters than thofe that form the body and crofs,
being fcarcely legible with'a great magnifier.

In the whole piece, befides 37 figures, are 1206
words, with proper capitals, containing §062 letters,
.entirely wrote with the naked eye, and alinoft Anifhed
in feven hours time. | P Rt
