A PROCLAMATION.

HEREBAS by the depofition of REZIN HAM-

MOND, Efquire, of Anne Arundel county,
it-appears, that on the morning of the 25th of April
lait. ELIJAH GAITHER, lon of £dward, came 1o
the dweiling of the faid Hammond, and fired at him
two piltols and a gun, with intention, as the faid Ham-
mond believes, to kill him: And whereas, by the de-
pofition of JOHN G. HAMILTON, of Mortgome-
ry county, it appears, that the {aid Gaither afterwards,
in converfation with him, acknowledged the fats fet
forth in the depofition above mentioned, except the

tols aforelaid 3 that when he arrived there, he {entong
of Mr. Hammond’s negroes into the houfe to info
Mr. Hammond that he wanted to fpeak with kim
that Mr. Hammond came into the yard and invited
him to alight and walk in, which he refufed; the
Gaither then afked M#el Hammond to come up to him,
as he wifhed to ipeak with him; whereupon Mr, Hame
mond faid, I fee you are atmed, and if I come to you, |
you will fhoot me ; that Gaither then promifed upog '
his honour he would not, and that he made ufe of this
promilc as an artifice to get Mr. Hammond in his
power ; that Mr. Hammond then went within feveg
{teps or thereabouts of hun, 'and Gaither ordered him
to flop, gave his gun to his fervant, and alighied from
his horfe, at which time two of his piftols fell from hia
belt ; tnat he théreupon offered Mr. Hammond a pify
tol, and infifted upon fighting, which Mr. Himmond
declined, becaufe there were no witnefles by, but ofs-
fered to Aight at any fubfequent day if he was bent ups -
on it; that Guither woula not defer it, and faid M,
Hammond fhouid either fight him that moment, orhe
would kill him ; that, on hearing a noife ,E:thind him,
proceeding from the approach of a negro or LERroes, |
he, the faid Gaither, turned in order to keep the faid |
negro or negroes off, and that then colonel Hammond
run from him towards the houfe; that he turned about,
and before he had run many fieps, he the faid Gaithet
levelled one of his piitols at him,-and firea the fame

ftruck him in the left hand ; that thereupon, undet
an apprehenfion that Mr. Hammond’s negroes went
coming to attack him, one of which had a gun, ud
fearing Mr Hammond wculd aifo get another gun, ®
mounted his horfe, and as he was mounting the fad
negro fired and (ruck him on the neck and lcfe fhoule
der; that then the faid Gaither went off; that the faid
Gaither, at the time of the above converfation, furthet
declared, that he was not yét fatisfied, and would ale
