Tbhe following maferly fetch of the French conflitution,
as given by the late celebrated Mirabeau, is awell
auorth the attention of our readers.

THAT general {yftem of adminiftration is now fill

and complete, which throughout the whole furface of .
the empire, gives interpreters to the petitions of the

cople, organs to the laws, far&ionaries to the execu-
tive power, mandatories to each department, and to

each city intermeciatory officers to the colleétion of

citizens,
During the important moment of preparations for a
grand creation, and where ail the ancient inftitutions

being overturned, offered nothing but the ruins of

twenty ages. France could not but prefent the image
of real chaos. This chaos has difappeared, and a
durable order now fucceeds: the poils are fixed, and
the places are filled up, and all rights are deternincd.
We have elcaped that death which extinguifhes emn-
pires as well as individuals. You {to the national af-
{embly) have not only prolonged the duration of our
body politic, but have re-created its very exiltence;
and 1t is even in the bolom of that ftorin, in which it
was ab~ut to be fwallowed up, that you have refitted
the vefic] of the ftate. = '

As Frenchmen we partake of the glory of your la-
bours, but as public officers we muit be occupied en-
tir:lv by cur own .cuties.

T'he legillative body and the monarch are the repre-
fentatives of the people, and as for us, we are no more
than their mandatories. The monarch is execut r of
the law, we are the crgans of the monarch in that
exccution. Thele d ffirent relations deternine all
our dutics. ==

Wc: cannot exprefs the will of the people; we can
only tranimit to you their wants, their wifthes, their
hopes., As light is fpread cver the whole univerfa
from one fingle focus, fo the law, iffuing forth com-
