The
only confequcntial blow ftruck by the combined army
was at Canonore, which furrendered to gencral Abere
cr mbie on the 17th'ot Dycomber. Thris vi€tory was
atchieved with trifling 1.1s on the part ot the Britifh,
and of Tippno’s forces 100 were killed, and 6ooco
made prifoners. . .

The g ant and centre armies formed a jun&tion on
the 17th of November. They had not been able to
bring the Alexander of the Eaft to open wartare.

- Tne combined army of the Infurgents, or of that
party, in the combat, who oppofe its reunion with
France, and whofe principal ftrength lies in Carpen-
tras, polefled themfelves, in th2 bezinning of Aoril,
of Sarrians, Mazan, Cironb, Birroux, and a nunber
of other. fmlier municipalities. On the other hand,
the pat 19tic party in Avignon and Vauclufe, raifed an
arny of near 10,000 men. Tz greateit part of thefle
forces put themfzlves in march, on th= 18th of Anril,
towards Sarrians, a town in the neighbrurhnd of
Oranee, and on: of thofe compriz:d in the federation
of Sainte C-=cile. -

O. the 19th, at eight »’:lock in the morning, they
halted in a plain in the vicinity of Sarrians, where the
army took thzir breikfaft,

From the pealants in the nzighhourhand they learnt,
that Sarrians was entirely deferred by the garrifon
thrown into 1t, and that the town inteaded to fure
render.
