ice that came down, and found them to be three
inches in. circumference, each; and the effeéts of the
hail give credit to what they fay. The impreflions
made on the fides of buildings and fences may be feen
feveral rods. In fome houfes, moft of the glafs in the
windows is broken, and fcarcely any houfes efcaped
having fome of the glafs cracked. Grain that was not
reaped was much fhattered out or beaten into the
ground.

¢ The rain, though it came with fo much violence,
was very greatful, as the earth was exceedingly parch-
ed with drought. The injury done by the wind and
hail was not very extenfive. It reached about two
miles wide ; and about three or four miles long. The
middle of it was ncar the line that divides the two
parifhes.”
