It is fettled that fhould thefe
ewo commiflicners above named not agree in opinion
re(pe€ting a quantum of damages which the court of
Spain ought to pay, that a third perfop fhould be called
in, named by fome power in friendthip with both
counties, who fhall arbitrate with thefe gentlemen.
