the faid piftols with a defign to kill the faid Hammond,
and did then farther declare that it was ftill his fettled
determination to kill the faid Himmond wheneyer an
opportunity, fhould offer: And whereas it is obvioufly
the duty of the executive to guard as much as may be
againft the commiflivn of fuch enormities, and to bring
{ach offenders.againft the lawsand peace of fociety to
juftice—I have therefore thought proper, by and with
the advice of the council, to iffue this my proclamati-
on, authorifing and enjoining all fheriffs, and other
" officers of the peace, 10 apprehend and apnvey before
fome one of the judges or juftices within this ftate, the
faid Elijah Gaither, in order that he may be dealt with
according to law ; and I do hereby exhort and require
the good people of this ftate to be aiding and aflifting
the faid officers in the execution of their duty.

N the fecond day of June, one thoufand feven
hundred and ninety-ome, came before me, the
fuotcriber, one of the judges of the general court,
JOHN G. HAMILTON, and made oath, that on
or about the thirteenth ot May laft he was in company
and had converfati- n with Elijah Gaither, fon of Ed.

ward, and that, in the courfe of the {2id converfation,

the {aid Gaither informed this deponent as follows :—
That he had had a round with c¢olonel Rezin Ham.
-mond, of Anne-Arundel county ; that the faid Ham.
mond had injured his reputation, and that, in confe-
quence thereof, he, the faid Gaither, for feveral months
betore,  had premeditated and determined to kill him,
and that he came down from New-York for that pur-
pofe ; that having difcovered in Baltimore-town - that

mond faid, I fee you arc armed, and if

oy will fhoot me ; that.'Gaither then promifed upon
Ei&. hongur he wouild not, :and that he made ufe of this
promife a8 an artifice to get Mr. Hammond in his
pawers: that Mr; Hamimond, then. went within feven
{teps or thereabouts of him, and Gaither ordered him
to-;aopl gi'VC A1s gup to his fervant, and ;Ijghted from
his hosfe, at which time two of hia_piftols fell from his
belt ; that he thereupan offered Mr. Hammond a pii-
tol, and infifted upon fighting, which Mr. Hammond
deglined, becaufe there were no witneffes by, but of-
fered to fight at any fubfequent day if he was bent :ﬁ-

~on it 3 .that-Gaither would not defer it, and faid

Hammond fhould either fight him that moment, or he
would kill him ; that, on hearing 2 noifg behind him,
proceeding from the approach of a megro or regroes,
he, the faid Gai-t_hcr, turned in order to-keep. the faid
negro or negroes off, and that then colonel Hammond
run from him towards the houfe; that he turned about,
and before he had run many fteps, hethe faid Gaither
levelled one of his pjftols at him, and firea the fame,
and was aftonifhed that he miffed him, as he never took
2 more cool and deliberate aim in his life ; that as foon
as he found he had miffed him, heidrew another piftol,
and before Mr. Hammond had run above fifteen fieps,
he fired that allo at him, and thought he faw the wad-

.ding burning on. his. back ; that thereupon, although

Mr. Hammond-did not fall, he the faid Gaither con-
cluded he had killed kim; but finding. that. he conti

nued to run until he got into the houfe, and fuppofing
that Mr. Hammond intended to pet a:gun, and return
with it, he the faid Gaither took his gun from the fer-
vant, and got behind the pales of the yard, and le.
velled his gun over the pales, with his finger upon the
trigger ready to fire as, foon as Mr. Hammond fhould
come out ; that Mr. Hammond did come out of the
houfe with a gun in his hand, and  fired at kim, and
ftiruck him in the left hand ; that thereupon, under
an_apprchenfion that Mr. Hammond’s negroes were
¢ 'ming to attack him, one of which: had a gun, and
fearing. Mr Hammond would alfo get anothér gun, he
mounted his horfe, and as he was mounting the faid
negra fired and firuck him on the neck and left thoul

der ;-that then the faid Gaither went off ; that the faid
Gaither, at the time of the above converfation, further

ways go prepared for the faid Hammond, and would
kill him wherever he met, him, ‘and exprefled his re.
gret and complained that he was unfortunate in not
having kilied him before ; that this deponent endea.
voured to diffuade the faid Gaither from the further
profecution of his revenge, but that fuch diffuafions,
inftead of having any falutary effe® upon him, only
feemed to make him the more determined; and that
the faid Gaither further declared, that he could recon-
cile it to his confcience to hire aflaflins to take away
the life of the faid Hammond ; and that the debr for
which Mr. Hammond had brought fuit againft him
was a juft debt, but that he nevér would pay it, and
would kill him, or any one elfe, if he ever stked for
it.
