To the Indian nations living om the river Wabafh,
and its waters.

THE arms of the United States are again exerted
againft you, and again your towns are in flamés, and
your wives and children made captives: Again you are
cautioned to liften to the voice of realon, to fue for
peace, and to fubmit to the proteftion of the United
States, who are willing to become your friends and
fathers ; but at the fame time, are determined to punith
you for every injury you may offer to their children.
Regard not thofe evil counfellors, who, to fecure to
themfelves the benefits of your trade, advife to mea-
fures which involve you, your women and children,
in trouble and diftrefs.—~The United States wifh to
give you peace; becaufe it is good in the eyes of the
Great Spirit, that all his children fhould unite and
live like brothers: But if yeu foolithly prefer wir,
their warriors are ready to meet you in battle, and
will not be the firft to lay down the hatchet. You
may find your fquaws and your children under the
protettion of our great n:hiely and warrior general Sr.
Cramr, at Fort Wathington, to him you will make
spplications, for an eéxchange of prifoners, or for peace.

T an early period we fubmitted to the public the
leafing information that on the 6th, 7th, and 8th
days of June laft, thie feveral propofitions mmade to the
emprefs of Ruffia from our court by Mr. Fawkener,
for the accomplithment of peace between the courts of
Peterfburgh and Conftantinople, had been acceded to
on the part of her imperial majefty, and only waited
the ratification of the Divan. ;

That ratification being acquired, and the B:lligerent
powers having mutually pledged themfelves to effeét
and perpetuate the great objelt—Peaceupon bonourable
germs—which appeared all that the allied courts either
prefled or wi'hed, agreed thereto, on certain fpecific
terms propofed for that purpofe; and the courts of
London and Berlin approved of the fume.

This approbation was the notification to Mr. Fawke.-
ner, for appearing at the court of Peterfburgh, in the
dignified apporintment of envoy extraordinary and mi-
piiter Plenipotentiary from the court of London, in
which charafter he completed the objeéts effectually
that he commenced in a more private capacity, and
tranfmirted officially the intelligence thereof.

Thus, in the {pace of two months, has Mr. Fawke-
rer, with’' an uncommon degree of {pirit and expedi .
tion, completed the intent and deflign of his miflion,
and been the happg medium whereby two jarring na.
ti'ns, which had been years at variance, become re-
¢onciled to each other; at the fame ti.ne that he dif.
played that confequence, rank. and exalted pre-emi-
nence, with Great.Britain holds among the nations of
the world, as the powerful arbiter of peace and war,
