The
monthly return fhould have accompanied this letter, but
it was not ready when I left camp, and has not been
forwarded fince. I have hitherto foundwit impofiible
w reduce the officers commanding corps to punttuality
vith refpect to their returns, but they are mending.
Our numbers, after dedufling the garrifons of this
pace and Fort Hamiltor, are about two thoufand,
exclufive of the militia, I truft I fhall find them fuf-
ficient; and fhould the reft’ of the militia come on,
will make the matter pretty certain. But the feafon
#oow fo far advanced, that I fear the intermediate
‘polts, which would indeed have been highly necef-
fary, it will be impoflible to eftablith : in that, how-
eer, I muft be governed by circumftances, of which
Lwill take care that you fhall be apprized in due time.
Siuld the enemy come to meet us, which feems to
beexpected, and be difcomfited, there will be no dif-
flies; but if they expect us at the Miami villages,
tebufinels will wear another face, and the interme-

Confiderable dif-
fatisfaCtion #mong the levies about their enliftments.

28th. Some cloathing fent for to Fort Wathington for

the recruits arrived, was begun to be diftributed, and
will have a good effeét; but the enlifting the levies
does not meet with the encouragment that might have
been expected : it is not openly complained of by the
officers, but .it is certainly privately by fome of high
rank, and the mealure of tempting them with warm.
cloathing condemned. Mr. Hodgdon writes me that
he is fending forward a quantity of woollen overalls
and focks by general Butler’s orders: I have ordered
them™ to be depofited at Fort Jefferfon. Some few
Indians about us, probably thofe the militia fell in
with a day or two ago. T'wo of the levies were fired
upon about three miles off, one killed: two of the
militia likewife, one of them got in, and the other
mifing, fuppofed to be taken. .29th.

good riflemen, gone on a {cout; they do not prepofe
to return under ten days, uniefs they {ooner fucceed
in taking prifoners and fcalps. 3oth. The army
moved about nine o’clock, and with much difficulty
made feven miles, having left a confiderable part of
the tents by the way ; the provifion made by the quar-
ter-maiter for that purpofe was not adequate—three
days-flour ifflusd to the men to aid the horfes that car-
ried it to his arrangements ; the Indian road fill with
us—the courfe this day N. 25 W. 31ft. This morn-
ing about fixty of the militia deferted—it was at firlt
reported that half of them had gone off, and that their
defizn was to plunder the convoys which were upon
the road—detached the firft regiment in purfuit of
them, with orders to major Hamtramck to fend a fuf-
ficient’ guard back with Benham whenever he met
with him, and follow them about twenty-five miles
below Fort Jefferfon, or until he met the fecond con-
voy, and then return and join the army. Benham
arrived Jaft night, and to-day, November 1ft, t_he
army -is halted to give the road cutters an opportunity

YESTERDAY afternoon the remains of the army
under my command got back to this place, and I haye

now the painful talk to give you an account of as
warm and unfortunate an aétion' as almoit any that has

been fought, in which every corps was engaged and
worfled except the firt regiment—that had been de-
tached upon a fervice [ had the honour to inform you
of in my lakt difpatch, and had not joined me,,

On the 3d inft, the army had reached a creck about
twelve yards wide, running to the fouhward of weft,
which I believe to have been the river St. Mary, _thal:
empties itfelf inta the Miami, of the lake at the Miami
village, about four o’clock in the afternoon, having
marched near nine miles, and were immediately en-
camped upon a very commanding piece of ground in
twa lines, having the above mentioned  creek in front. .

The retreat, in thefe circumftances, was, you ma

fure, a very precipitate one—it was, in fa&, a ﬂy
~'The camp and the artillery were abandoned: but
that was wunavoidable, for not an horfe was left alive,
to have drawn it off, had it otherwifc been pra&icable.

fome of the cavalry and their piquets covered the left
flank. The militia were thrown over the creek, and
advanced about one quarter of a mile and encamped in
the fame order. There were a few Indians who ap-
peared on the oppofite ide of the creek, but fled with
the utmoft precipitation on the advance of the militia.
At this place, which I judged to be about fifteen miles
from the Miami village, I had detéermined to throw a
flight work, the plan of whieh was concerted that ¢ven-
ing with major Fergufon, wherein to have depofited
the men’s knapfacks, and every thing elfe that was not

of abfolute neeeflity, and to have moved on to attack

the enemy as foon as the firft regiment was come up;.

but they did not permit me to execute either, for on
the 4th, -about half an hour before fuhrife, and when
the men had been juft difmiffed from the parade (for
It was a conftant praftice to have them all under arms
a confiderable time before day-light) an attack was

-made upon the militia—thofe gave way in a very little

time, and rufhed into camp through majer Butler's
battalien, which, together with part of Clarke’s, they
threw into confiderable diforder, and which, not-
withftanding the exertions of both thofe officers, was
never altogether remedied, the Indians following clofe,
at their heels. The fire, however, of the firft line
checked them, but almoft inftantly a very heavy at-

tack began upon that line, and in a few minutes it was

extended to the fecond likewife—the great weight of
it was direted againft the centre of each, where the
artillery was placed, and from which the men were re-
peatedly driven with ‘great flaughter. Finding no
great effe€t from our fire, and confufion beginning.
to fpread from the great number of men who were
falling in all quarters, it became neceffary to try what
could be done by the bayonet. Lieutenant-colonel
Dark was accordingly ordered to make a charge with

part -of-the -fecond - line;, -andto" turn the left Rank of

the enemy—this was executed with great {pirit—ths
Indians inftantly gave way, and were driven back
three or four hundred yards; but for want of a {uffi.
cient number of riflemen to purfue this advantage,
they foon returned, and the troops were obliged te
give back in their turn.—At this moment they had
entered our camp by the left flank, having pufhed
back the troops that were pofted there. Another
charge was made here by the fecond regiment, Butler’s
and Clarke’s battalions, with equal effe®, and, it was

repeated feveral times, and always with fuccefs; in
all of them many men were loft, and particularly the

ofhcers, which with fo raw troops, was a lofs alto-
gether irremediable.—In that juft fpoke of, made by
the 2d regiment, and Butler’s battalion, major Butler
was dangeroully wounded, and every officer of the
{econd regiment fell, except three, one of whom, Mr.,
Greaton, was fhot through the body. Our artillery
being now filenced, and all the officers killed, exceps
captain Ford, who was very badly wounded, and more
than half ot the ¥my fallen, being cut off from the
road, it became neceffary to attempt the regaining it,
and to make a retreat, if poffible.—To this urpofe’
the remains of the army were formed, as welfp as cir-
cumftances would admit, towards the right of the en.
campment, from which by the way of the fecond line,

another charge was made upon the enemy, ‘as if with
