- ington, Nowvember 11.

“ (OVINCE my laft, aifairs have taken a very ferious
turn. Nothing lefs than the almoft toral defeat
of the army. My God! what a fudden tranfition. A
handfome, well-difciplined fet of men, with every
thing requifite for their movement, in good order,
with their artillery, cut to pieces in a moment ! This
happened the 4th inftant. The number of officers
killed amounts to thirty-feven, and a number wound.-
ed. Among the former, are fome of the meft re-
{peltavie of the army. The whole of the killed will
not fali fhort of §oo, and 200 wounded.” '

PHILADELPHIA, December 23.

On Wednelday night licutenant Denny, aid-de-
camp to general St. Clair, arrived in this city from
the wellern army. He left Fort Walhingron, we
hear, about the 1gth of November, at which time the
wounded were all in 2 likcly way to recover. Fort
Jefferfon was fafe—reinforcements from Kentucky had
arrived, and other regiments were on their marc

He then declared he fhould leave the ns-
tion ; a good ‘many of the heads of the Upper Towns
being prefent, craved him ' to ftay; but he would not
liften to them ; thofe amonght them, he faid, which he

~—a man who had deceived him once by telling him
hie was a great man, ahd when he afked for his com-
mifiion, faid, he had left it at home:—That by the
{pring he expeéted to fee them all killed or drove, and
then they would be glad to hear his talks ;—for whea
the Great King was here with all his people, and had
fuch of the Indians as chofe to join to aflift, the Ame.
ricans drove him aud ail his people away, and what
could they, with a bandful:of men, expe& to do
againft the Americans? that he had kept peace for then
a long time, but they would not find it fo hereafter.

The White Bird king came over,, attended by
chief warrior of the Cuffetas, called the Mole, anc
George, the great warrior from the fame towns.

The White Bird king began, and delivered a ta!
from the chief king of the Cufietas, called the Big Lit
tle Man, which amounted to this: that they were fo
nothing but '‘peace and quieinefs and wifhed to take
the white peogle all by the hand, and to keep a whit
path from here to the nation; that if a whitc man wa
killed above here as reported, they knew nothing of it
that the Cowetas to whom the débt was due, had no
yet fent cut a party to take fatisfallion.

The chief called the Mole, delivered a letter fro:
Bowles, (called by them the lying captain) direéted id
the commiflioners of the United States, for fettling the
boundary line, &c. &c. which was read, after whic
the White Bird king prefented Mr. Ellicot with
white wing which the Mole had brought down a:

It is moft probable, that general Scott, with the
Kentacky jmilitia, may repair to the faid fpot, and
bring off the wounded ieft there; and as it appears to
be too far advanced to be {upported, the garriion may
rrobably be withdrawn.

The public may be affured there are grounds where-
on to eftimate the enemy who encountered general Sr.,
Clair’s army, at about three thoufand warriors. It
is {aid, that upwards of eleven hundred warriors of the
Ottawas and Chippawas, who inhabit ilie waters of
Lake Superior, Michagen and Huron, came to the af.
filtance of the Miami Indians. This number, com-
bined with the Miami Indians, the Powtewattimas,
Wyandots, Delawares, and Upper Wabath Indians,
would fully amount to the number above mentioned.

It is faid that the Miami Indians, at the head of
whom are the remnants of their towns burnt by gene.-
ral Harmag, in October 1760, fent meflages to the
moft diftant nations of Indians, as well to the {outh.
ward as to the weltward, for alfiftance. Although it
coes not appear they received any afliltance from the
fouthward, as all thofe powerful tribes, aimounting to

about, fitteen thoufand warriors, are at peace, and have
treaties with the United Siates; yet the hoftile Indiaas
were but too fuccefsful in their negotiations weit-
ward

It is_furiher faid, that fome of the natisan of the
Sues would have been in the aftion, had not their

day of aftion.

“ The length to which affairs have gone, certainly
requires the molt fpeedy exertion of the public; a
fireng army, compared to the laft, muft be raifed, and
difciplined to fight .the Indians in their own maaner:
Such an drmy, well commanded and modelled, I
