This country feems to have completely gained the
confidence of the French, who are equally inclined to
do juitice to the moderation of our minilters, and the
liberality of fentiment which has been dilplayed on
the fubjeét of their revoluiion, in every part of the
Britith dominions.

Since the laft melancholy accounts from the French
