The chiefs and fuite were con-
veyed in a large ftage coach drawn by four elegant

horles; in company were four waggons loaded with

prelents from congrefs to their nation, it is faid, thefe
rrcfcmu amounted to upwards of nine thoufand dol-
ars. If we can draw aay inference of their difpofi-
tion, (through their interpreter) when they return to
their nation, we may pronounce, that it will be psace.
able, friendly apd lafting.
