The Ratué of do&tor Franklin, lately fent for by
William Bingham, Efquire, by him prefented to the
Library Company of Philadelphia, and intended to
ornament the principal front of their new building 12

Of the MESSESAGO CHIEF.

By a perfon from Montreal, who left that place in
February, we have the following account and defcrip-
tion of the Meflefago chief, who commanded the
enemy in the fatal action of the 4th of November.
He was at Montreal for the purpole of ftirring up the-
(everal tribes of Indians in Canada, many of ‘whom
had readily joined him on an expedition againft the
{pring. The Cagnawagas had taken the lead, and
had fent deputies to Quebec, to Johnfton, &c. who
had returned before our informnant left Montreal, with
an account that they had agreed to join them. Two
days after our informant left it was the time appointed
for a convention of the Indians a: Johnfton, when
they were to determine on the number of warriors
that could be fpared from each tribe. A gentleman
in high office promifed our informant that if he would
remain one week in Montreal he would give him an
account of their meeting, and of their whole pro-
ceedings—but his bufinets prevented it. The Cagna-
wagas had applied to governor johnlton\)fupcrintcn-
dent of Indian affairs, for his fanétion on entering
i1to a war. He declared he had no authority over
them—they muit act their own pleafure. But his
2dvice was, that they fhould not meddle in the buli-
nels. |

The Meflefago chief is a perfon fix feet high—about
45 years of age, of a very four and morole counte-
nance, and apparently very crafty and fubtle. His
