ifland of Coudre, and the lower part of Eboulemens.

One ftone houfe almolt
entirely demolithed, feveral others, fpiit, and many
floves and ovens broke down, befides the damage done

to the church of the Eboulemens.

% Miny old people remark that for feveral quarter
centuries back earthquakes fimilar to the preicii have
happened, which lafted 40 days, and find tacir return
tolerably exact every 2 years, to a year or two of
variation, and that the prefent is the third which to
their recolle®ion has taken place in the fame fcalon,
within the difference of a month or two.

« In the hiftory of Cahada, meniion is made of a
more violent earthquake in the monih of July 1661,
than any felt fince, having then lafted hix months,
and began in the preceding Janbary.
¢ PDating from that period thcre appears 10 have
happened one regularly every 25 years—ior lince 1668
t0 the prefent vear, five quarter centurics and three
years have elapfed.
