the negroes on feveral plantations on the plain, who
had drove their mafters into town.—That they were

A detachment of the regular troops had been called
for, by the municipality, to go to Leogane, at the
time of the negroes attacking that place, and boats
were prepared to tranfport them; but the officers re-
fuled to embark—as they faid their orders were to
defend the town of Port-au-Prince—they therefore
could not anfwer for their quitting their ftation. For

If the Mahrattas had
not arrived fo feafonably after the battle of the 1gth of
May, the Englith army would not have been able to
reach Bangalore. They covered their retreat, and

“ After Tippoo retired to Seringapatam, and took
his quarters, the Englith cavalry entered the province
of Arcot, and encamped at Vellore and Arcot. There
are in all not more than 8co white and black remain-
Ing, out of about 3000, of which they were compofed
