Extrad of aletier from major M<Cully, dated Pittfonrgh,
| ’ April 27, 1792. _
“ I am this moment going to fct out for the frontiers
of Wathington. I fiud the Indians are very trouble-
fome in that quarter. Exclufive of captain Pau'’s
company, 1 detached licutenant Stevenfon with 20
inen, to afit in covering the fronGiérs of that county ;
yet I find the Indians have come in and taken a block-
houfe, on the line beiween the ftate of Virginia and
Peonfylvania. This block-houfe had been manned
with nine Virginia foldiers, who, for fome caufes had
been called away; and the day the Ioldier:s left the
place, the block-houfe was taken by the Indians, four

perfons killed, and eight carried away priloners, with '

a number of horfes. There have fome horfes been
taken away from Mr. Ryerfon’s; there were alfo two
horfes laden with provifions and ammunition, belong-
ing to eaptain Piul’s company, guing from one Ration
to another: Captain Paal immediately purfued, retook
the horfes and provifions, and ammunition, with a
number of Indian articles; but the Indians made their
efcape. Itis a very hilly country, and there is no
probability of tracking Indians on the high dry ndges.
The Indians have made their appearance on every
frontier-poft of the ftate; though no perfon killed but
in Wafhington county. From the number of Indians
difcovered, at different places, I cannot help ob-
ferving, that I think the three companies under my
conmand too few for a complete defence. We have
had no affiitance from the federal troops as yet.”

¢ Qur plain is in the utmoft confufion, owing to a
heavy rain which fell in the three laft days of laft
week. On Saturday it rofe to fuch a height as to
overflow - all the water courfes at cnce, and in the
night when one knew not the fituation of another,
and every communication was cut off in an inftant,
from New Path Down. The houfes were filled, fome
gave way, the doors and windows of many burft, and

much damage is done; the inhabitants are yet em-
