rican valour to revenge.' On the plantation of one
Leg there was a block-houfe,*in ‘which nine militia-
“men were ftationed ; feven of thefe having gone to the

Pau-Pau ftation, about eight miles ditant, on fome
bufinefs with their officer, and the other two  being
out, cutting timber for benches, a party of Indians,
confifting of fifteen or twenty, came in the interim,
took Mr. Leg, two of his children, a man by the
name of Honfacre (who ‘was out‘in a field, and was
firft wounded by them) a young woman of the name
of Baldwind, and five children (part Honfacre’s) pri-
foners. Mrs. Leg was wounded above the fhoulder
bone, but efcaped to the houfe of one Curlet. Having
fecured the prifoners, the Indians fet fire to the dwel-
ling houfe and block-houfe, and then proceeded up
the creek about nine miles, and encamped. On the
march, Horfacre, being faint with the lofs of blood,
they pricked him with-knives and fpears to make him
keep up. At the place they encamped, they {calped
him and knocked out his brains. Mrs. Honfacre be-
moaning the lofs of her hufband, was tomahawked by
them, and her youngeft child, who cried bitterly at
the tragic fcene fhe beheld, allo fell a facrifice to
favage vengeance. A party of militia went in purfuit
of them next day, arrived where they had encamped,
buried the unfortunate Honfacre, his wife and child,
and then proceeded on, but without effe@, as they
did not overtake the Indians.—The militia returned
the Sunday following, and reported, that as they came
back, they difcovered a freth trail, from which it is
conjectured another party of Indians is fhill hovering
about the fettlements. The houfe above mentioned,
faid to be fet on fire, was extinguithed by a perfon
who was pafling by, before much damage was fuftain-
ed—the block-houfe was reduced to afhes.

Defence, by eflablifoing un Uniform Militia througbout
the United States. S
BE it enalled by the Semate and Houfe of Reprefentatives

of the United States of America in Congrefs affembled,

That each and every free able-bedied white male

citizen of the refpettive ftates, refident therein, who

is or fhall be of the age of eighteen years, and under
the age of forty-five years, (except as is herein after
excepted) fhall feverally and refpeftively be enrolled
in the militia, by the captain or commanding officer
of the company, within whofe bounds fuch citizen
fhall refide, and that within twelve months after the
pafling of this aé. And ir fhall at all times here-
after be the duty of every fuch captain or command.-
ing officer of a company, to enrol every fuch citizen,
as aforefaid, and alio thofe who fhall, from time to

time, arrive at the age of eighteen years, or being of

the age of eightsen years and under the age of forty-
five years (except as before excepted) fhall come to
refide within his bounds; and fhall without delay
notify fuch ditizen of the faid enrolment, by a pro-
per non-commiflioned officer of the company, by
whom fuch notice may be proved.—That every citi-
zen, {o enrolled and notified, fhall, within fix months
thereatter, provide himfelf with a' good mufket or
firelock, a fufficient bayonct and belt, two {pare flints,
and a knapfack, a pouch with a box thersin to con.
tain not E:fs than twenty-four cartridges, fuited to
the bore of his mufket or firelock, cach cartridge ta
contain a proper quantity of powder and ball: or
with a good rifle, knapfack, fhat-pouch and powdey-
horn, twen? balls fuited to the bore of his rifle, gnd
a épartcr of a pound of powder; and fhall appear,
{o armed, accoutred and prcvided, when called out
to exercife or into lervice, except, that when called
out on company deys to exercife only, he may ap-
