- Lefters from Georgia reprefent the peace between
the United States and the Creek Indians to he upon a
very .precarious footing. ¢ It is apprehended the
Spaniards have been but too fuccefsful in fowing pre-
judices to the difadvantage of the United States, and
it is even faid that general M‘Gillivray has been in-
ceflantly affailed from that, and perhaps another guarter,
to break with us. Should the ftrength of the Creeks
be joined to the general Indian league that feems to be
forming againft us, from an apprehenfion that their
country is in-danger, the confequences may prove
feriouflly diftrefling to the whole frontier; and it may
be found, perhaps too late, that regular armies are by
no means calculated to reprefs Indian aggreffions.”

Sept. 29. Within a few days paft, two exprefles
have arrived here from general Pickens and colonel
Anderlon, with difpatches for his excellency the go-
vernor. ‘They contain the alarming accounts, thata
general Creek war may be expected fhortly to take
Ellce; and that the four lower Cherokee towns are
