¢ I arrived here from Paris laf evening—where I
have witneflfed the moft dreadful fcenes of tumult,
outrage and civil war,  [The writer here details the
events of the 10th Auguft, ‘and thofe which followed,
to the imprifonment of the French king—of whom
he writes:] * The king is now a prifoner; he 1s to
be tried, and if found guilty they mean to unking
him, and let him go where he pleafes—If not, they
will allow him a penfion to live on, like any private
man. |

“ The marquis La Fayette, with about 300 of his
principal officers, have made their efcape by the follaw-
ing ftratagem :—~As foon as the marquis heard that the
king was dethroned, and that commiffaries were on
their way to the army, he fent fome of his officers to
Sedan, to detain them—he then propofed to the army,
that Paris was in a diftrefled fituation—and wifhed to
know if they would march to its relief; which they
refufed. He then fent to the officers at Sedan, to
fend on perfons to perfonate the commiffaries, with a
ftory fabricated for the purpofe to the army~—and
while thefe pretended commiffaries were negotiating
matters with the army, the marquis and his friencs
made their efcape.” |
