130 men, and 100 houfes burnt. The moft horrd

he Auftrians oblige the neighbouring peafants to
work on. their trenches and fortification, erefting in
the front and moft expofed part of the army, where
many of the creatures are killed by their own
friends and fellow fubjeéts., On the night of the fe-
cond, 6000 fréfh troops were thrown into the town, and
in two days many mote will be in its neighbourhood.

We are informed that a party of white men froth
the frontiers of this ftate, has of late made an incur-
fion to the Cherokee nation, burnt one of their towns,
and killed three of their penple :~—That two of fevea
Indians of the aforefaid nation, who had been invited
into the fetticments to hold a friendly talk concerning
the late murders by Indians, were killed at Ward’s-
mill, in Franklin county, and a fquaw at the fame
time wounded. Thefe tranfaétions are, ‘no doubt,
confidered by thé doers of them as ftriking the balance

Win refpeé to fome late outrage committed on the
Cherokees, I have to tranfmit the following certificd
documents, viz, 1. A’ proclamation, 2d. A talk to
head men and warriors of the Cherokée nation, 3d.
The executive order of the 2gth inftant, to the iaw
department, 4th. A communication to major Gaither.

From ‘all which it will evidently appear, that there
can be no déuot of the mal.conduét of certain citizens
oi this ftate, whu have murdered fome friendly Ia-
dians, and committed other depredations. .

You will perceive that the neceflary fteps have been
taken to bring to jultice tholfe offenders, as well as to
prelerve a continuation of. amity.

1 have to remark, that from the very fhort crops of
grain laft fealon, no period has ever been more uu-
favourable for war than the prefent, apd this, among
other confiderations, ought to be of great weight to
preferve peace, with the neighbouring tribes: Should
my endeavours prove unfuccefsful om the icere of
peace, 1t will be neceffary to be prepared, and for this
purpofe 1 have to call for the eftablifhments of maga-
zines, of provifions, withnut which it will not be pof-
fible to keep that number of militia in'the field ; which
will be neceffary to:give confidence ‘to the frontier
fettlers to keep their ground, fhould even, war be
avoided. ' ' '

From what I'can learn, this violence on. the part of
the offenders has proceeded from the circumftances of
four whites having been killed, hories fiolen, and other
depredations committed by the Cherokees: whatever
palliating point of view this may be confidered in, it

cannot interfere to prevent the offenders from abiding
the execution of che laws.
