This morning about the firft appearance of day, the
enemy attacked my camp, within fight of this poft,
the attack was fudden, and the enemy came on with
a degree of courage that befpoke them warriors indeed,
{ome of ‘my men weré hand in hand with them before
we retreated, which however ‘we did about eighty
yards to a kind of ftockade intended for ftables; we
there made a ftand, I then ordered lieutenant Madifon.
to take @ party and gain their right flank if poffible, I

called for lieutenant Hail to fend to the left, but found

he had been flain, I then led forward the men who
ftood near me, which together with the enfigns Bucha-
nan:and Flinn, amounted to about twenty-five, and
prefled the left of their centre thinking it abfolutely
neceffary to afit Madifon. We made a manly pufh
and the enemy retreated, taking all our horfes except
five or fix. We drove them about fix hundred yards
through our camp, where they again made 4 ftand and
we fought them fome time, two of my men were here
fhot dead. _ 1 _

At that moment I received information that the
enemy was about to flank us on the right, and on
turning that way, I faw about fixty of them running
to that point.—I had yet heard nothing of Madilon.
—I then ordered my men to retreat, whicli they did
with deliberation, heartily curfing the Indians- who
purfued us clofe ' to our camp—where we again fought
thein until they gave way; and when they retreated
our ammunition was nearly expended although we had
been fupplied from the garrifon in’the courfe of the
aftion. I did not think proper to follow them again,
but ‘ordered my men into the garrifon to draw ammu-
nition. I returned however, in a few minutes to a
hill, to which we had firft driven them, where I fu_und
two of my men {calped, who were brought in. Since
I began to write this, a few of the enemy appeared in
fight, and I purfued them with a party about & quarter
of a mile, but could not overtake them, and did not:
think preper to go any farther. Madifon who I fent to
the right, was on his firft attack wounded, and obliged
to retreat to the garrifon leaying & man or two dead.

T'o this misfortune I think the enemy are 1qdcl:_mcd
for the horfes they have got, had he gained their right
flank, I once had poffeflion of their left apd i tl}_lnk_
we thould have routed them at that {tage of the action,
as we had them on the retreat. I have fix killed and
five wounded; four men are mifling, I think' they

WHEREAS 1 have received authentic information,
that certain lawlels and wicked perfons, of the wefternri’
frontier, in the ftate of Georgia, did lately invade,
burn and deftroy a town. belonging to the Cherokee
nation, although in amity with the United States, .

and put to death feveral Indians of that nation; and

whereas fuch outrageous conduét not only violates the
rights of humanity, but alfo endangers the public
peace; and it highly becomes the honour and good

faith of the United States, to purfue all legal means

for the punifhment of thofe attrocious offendersj—I
have therefore thought fit to iffue this my proclama-
tion, hereby exhorting all the citizens of the United
Scates, and requiring all the officers thereof, according
to their relpetive ftations, to ufe their utmoft en-
deavours, to apprehend and bring thofe offenders to

juftice, And I'do moreover offer a reward of five

handred dollars, for each and every of the above. named
perfons who fhall be fo apprehended and brought to

juftice, and fhall be proved’ to have aflumed or exer-

cifed any command or authority among the perpetra--
tors of the crimes aforefaid, at the time of comm:tting
