Official accounts publifhed by order of the eletoral
, court of Mentz.
¢ Colonel de Winkeiham towards evening of the

'igth of September, received advice of the approach

of the enemy to the number of 30,000. The Aul-
trian troops and thofe of Mentz marched out from the.

city at eight o’clock at'night to defend the four gates,

and remained under arms till half paft feven the next
morning. - Hearing then no account of the enemy,
the garrifon returred to the town, but fcarcely had
they retired, when the commandant of a patrole of
hoife, who having been out reconnoitring, had loft three
of his men, rode up, on a full gallop, with intelli-
gence that the enemy were not far diftant. Our troops
refoming then their former pofition without the walls,
received about moon the French army, whom they
found to amount to 17,000 men, by a difcharge of
their cannon. 'Thez cannonade was kept up with great
{pirit on both fides. - The enemy’s artillery was much
more numérous; but as our troops were drawn up
only two. men deep, while the French advanced in
columns, their lofs muft have been confiderable. At
three o’clock the garrifon retired to the town through
the different gates, and the firing was continued in the

‘ftreets with fo much vivacity, that the infantry of

Mayence eight times repulfed the French cavalry.
Notwithftanding this brave refiftance, our troops were
obliged to give way before the enemy, who were much
{uperior in number, and to retire through the gate called
Wiefethor, towards the ford of Rheinhoufe, at about
the diftance of a league from Spires. The French
purfued them thither with their® whole forces, and
they were then reduced to the neceflity of afking leave
to capitulate. | -

« After a delay of forty minutes, lieutenant-colonels
¢ Dieterich and Fachenbach, the former in the fervice
of Auftria, and the latter in that of the eleftor of
Mentz, agreed with M. Cuftine, "the French general,

that the garrifon fhould remain ‘prifoners of war ; that
the artiliery, arms, horles, dnd baggage, {hould be
given up to the enemy ; that the officers fhould be fuf-
tered to retain their arms, horfes and ‘effeéts ; and _that
the foldiers fhould not be ftripped. . After thefe fipu-
lations were agréed to, the-garrifon was brought back
to the town, where the foldiers laid down their arms
clofe to the grand guard, and were: afterwards lodged

to the aid-de-camp, whom you fent to me yefterday,
fhould have prevented me from carrying to you this
declaration mylelf and from comtinuing thofe difcuf-
fions on which we were engaged for fome days paft,
but nothing will prevent me from preferving a remem-
brance cf the friendly reception you gave me, my
dear general, and from embracing every opportunity

who wifh to tear it from them. _ ’

I fhall immediately tranimit the duke of Brunfwick’s
memorial to the national aflembly. I fhall ¢aufe it
alfo to be read in my camp, and I am.certain that it.
will be every where received with the fame fentiments,
of indignation. It is not thus that a great and free.
nation fhould be treated, and that Jaws fhould be
di€tated to a fovercign people. |
