The corps under the priace of Hohenlohe paffed the
Rhine near Bingen, the 29thy of March, ‘and advanced
to Arnheim. The flying corps underiéolonel Szekely o
purfued the enemy, who were retreating from Kreutz.
nach to Worms, as far as Altzey, without having been
able to annoy them or overtake them. We went with
the grand army from Bingen, in the direttion of Arn-
theim and Odernheim, to Altzcy By this movement
we cut off a part of Cuftine’s army, who retreated to
Worms, in a way that refembled a flight more than a
retreat,  Many prifoners were made by the way.

~On the 3oth, we took the garrilon of Alzheim pri-
{oners, confifting of a captain and fixty horlé, of whom
not one efcaped.

The Fréench garnfon of two battalions of infantry
and four cannon, united their forces, with a view to
occapy the Chauffee leading to Worms. Wolffrath’s
huflars attacked them, took a cannon, fome priloners.
The enemy then retreated behind the Old Rhine, near
Eich 3 towards evening they fhewed themfelvas upon
the Chauflfee near Rhine Thurcheim. . Lieatenant-
general prince of Wurtembgrg got before them with

his regiment of cavalry, and prince Louis, the kiog’s

fon, charged them with three fquadfons of the dra-
goons of Anfpach and Bareuth, with {fuch vigour that,
alfited by the riding, arullery under captain Mey!ler,
he forced them to lay down their arms, < Thére were
three cannon tak:n, with fix colours, the ‘military
cheft, and 1300 priloners, among whom were forty
officers.
‘The king appointed his fon to the rank of colonel,

and exprefled his marked approbation to the prihce of

Wurtenberg. The prince of Hohenlohe, col. Sze-
kely and general . Kohler, purfued the enemiy’s rear-
guarl, which was poited near Homberg, attacked,
routed it, and took a great number of prifoners.
Towards night, when we were in quarters at Alz-
heim, the enemy appeared towards Mayence; they
were the garrifons of Oppenheim and Nierftein, which
