{chooner , captain Ruacy, in forty -five days

from -Havrz-de-Grace. By this arrival we have re.
ceived a file of Paris papers, &c. up 10 tae z2d of
Scpicmber.  The late hour, however, lait evening,

2. which we were favourel, by a French gentleman,
witih thele papers, rendered it totally impoflible to
give a full wanflation from them this day. They are
pow in <he hands of the tranflator, and copious ex-
tracls from them we fhall give in cur next.

i'rom a curry perulal of the papers, and the cor-
roborating teftimony of the two French gentiemen
paflcagers, we are able to give the foilowing impor-
tant particulars of the repeaied fuccelles of our repub-
lican allics, over the armies of the combined defpots.

It appears that the French troops triumph through-
out the republic—T1'hat the army under the duke of -
York, has been totally defeated in the {everal engage-
meuts, which tyok place before and after the eighth of
Sevieinber—That general Houchard, vi€torioully pur.-
{ued tiemn 0 Furnes, (the place from avbich Sir James
Murray direcied bis laff difpatches, dated uinth ) which
place the combined troops evacuated, leaving behind

.~ their ariillery, faid t> amount t> 228 pieces of dif-
ferent fizes, a great quantity of ammunition, warlize
ftores, provifions, fmuill arns, &c. The iofs of the
comoinzd armies in the engagement of the eighth, and
feveral alter, was reported to amount to goco. That
the duke of York had througlv the intrepidity and
courags of a regimeat of drigoons, efcaped though
‘mucih wounded, to Oitend ; to which place the French
were prefling, ani it was reported before the (chooner
left tHavre, that the tri-coloured flag, was difplayed
from the tower and fteeples of Olftend—That a part
of general Houchard’s army had marched towards
Quelaoy, againit that of the prince of Saxe Cobouig,
wiio was near that place, and in {uch fituation, that
it was expc&ted he could not fail of being comple:cly
Bourgoyned.

Geuneral Carteaux at the head of 60,000 men, had
tiken a poidon on the heights which commanded the
foris and poris of Toulon; by his letter to the nation-
al coavention, he aflures them, that the Englifth Heet
at Toulon, cannot elcape from a total deitrultion,
which he expected to accompiifh in forty-eight hours,
it they did not furrender.

T'he Pruflian army, had received f{everal checks near
Allace, where the republican ariny have had the
vreatelt (uccels.—~The French patriots had given a
fevere drabbing to the Spaniards, towards the Py-
renees, and that the infurgents in Vendee are alinoil
wtally deflroyed. .

T'he conftitution had been accepted by all the de-
partments; and proviilons of every fort, were plenty
throughout the republic.,

Upoa the whole the affairs of our repubiican friends
and allies appear much brighter than at any time fince
the revolution—their enemies appear every where fl; -
ing before them—their late internal commnotions feemn
entirely quelled—the recruits: are numerous beyofd
their moit fanguine ¢xpeftation—and we have no
Jdoubt, but that this moment, unlefs peace is declared, .
(which we fondly anticipate and hope fuon to an-
uounce) there are no lefs than a million of men in
aro. in France; and that the combined forces have
enticely quitted the republic.

On the above important and agreeable intelligence,
we congratulate our republican friends, and doubt not
they will unanimoufly refpond Lorg.live the French
republicl—and may their ailiance with Aincrica be
pc:rpcmal! |

us the following important intelligence : that the na.
tisna! convention has authorifed the executive council,
to endeavour to cnter into a negotiation with the Bri.

combination, the Ifles of France and Bourhon, fhall
jmmediitely be ceded to her. As the poffeflion of
thefe Ifles would produce the moft beneficial advan.

fideration.

Wednefday 1af arrived here, in {Cventeen days
from Grerada, the fchooner Polly, commanded by
captain Gefban, who informs that juft before he (ailed,
the neoroes, headed by fome of the French emigrants

from Hifpaninla, had rifen upon the whites,

The governor ordered ouc th.e mititia, but k2pt the

reqular tropys back., The battle was defperate—the
militia were overcome and ncarly cut to picces, when
the regulars, wha could nn longer be refltrained, rufhed
out to their afliillance. Being thus reinforced, they
rallicd and again pave battle,, In a fhort time they
were compzlied toretreet, and in that Gtuation nearly
cut them to wieces. The above fchooner on Thur{day
laft was ordered down to Crany Iiland, to perform
quarantine.

All kinas of linens are {triétly prohibited to be thipped
—allo wine, brandy, leather, iron, tin, lead, hemp,

cordage, fail-cloth, and in fine almoit every article of

comunerce, except fitks and glafs. Buat it is expetted
this reftrition will be taken off American bottoms,
and an exclufive privilege given them to import any
kind of goods in their own fhips—I could not fell my
crowns, without running the hazard of getting my
head put into my fft, as the French are now very ex-
pert in that kind of fun, having a machine erefted in
every city for that purpoie.—The French have beat
the Spaniurds, and drove them into their own country,
with lofs.  “I'ney have lately gained a complete viéto-
ry over the reoels at Nantes, 'I"he duke of York has
his hanls fuli in the INetherlands, The French have
fent into the fieid, within thefe forty-five days, two
hundred thouiand recruits; and it is faid their army
will be augwented at one willion of men by the firlt
of October. Tiey have imprifoned all the Englifh
people 1» France, who have not refided there more
