They march-
cd at midpight from Orchies; in three columns, each
column headed by two officers and 6o volunteers, fup-
ported by 300 men. Thelc were not permitted to load.
The relt of the troops of the different columns, with

their cannon, followedsat fome diftance. A detachment:

from the corps of major-general Ortg, pofted by Denaiu,
marched about the fame time, formed in 4 columng,
in fimilar order, that the town might be attacked =t
once upon all fides. The latter troops were dii-
covered by the enemy’s cut-pofts, and prevented from
penetrating by the oppofition which they met with,
. ‘Thole under genéral Kray, one colnmn of which
advanced wpon the high road from Orchies, and the
two others upon the left of it, got, about two. o’clock
in the morning, within a fhost diftance of the town

before they were perceived. i
