Mare 11. By captain Brooks, who arrived here laft
night from St. Croix, we learn, that the judge ot ad-
miralty at St. Kitt’s has declared explicitly that he
will pot condemn American veflels, under the new
inflrufions from the Britifh miniltry, which were
pablifhed in the Minerva of laft evening, as he held
them not binding upon him fer that purpofe. This
account confirms that from Mr. Clafon’s captain, pub-
lithed a few day’s fince, and from the charalter of
captain Brooks and his fupzrcargo, who gives the fame
account, we venture to pronounce the intelligence
authentic. .
