6th day of November, 1793, we fignificd that they

‘fhould flop and detain all fhips laden with goods, the

produce of any colony belonging to Franee, or carry-
ing provifion.or other fupplies for the ufe of any fuch

_colony, and fhould bring the fame with their cargoes

to legal adjudication—We are pleafed to revoke the
faid inftruétions, and in lieu thereof, have thought fit
to iffue thefe our inftru&ions, to be duly obferved by
the commanders of all our fhips of war and privateers
that have or may have letters of marque againit
France. '

I, That they fhall bring in, for lawful adjudication,
all veflils with their cargoes that are Jaden with goods,
the produce of the French WeR-India iflands, and
coming dire@ly from any port of the faid iflands to
any port of Eusope.

II. That they fhall bring in for lawful adjudication,

That they fhall feize all fhips, that fhall be
found attempting to enter any port of the faid iflands,
that is or fhall be blockaded by.the arms of his majefty
or his allies, and fhall fend them in with their cargoes
for adjudication, sccordieg to the terms of the (econd
article of the further inftruétions bearing date the 8th
of June, 1793.
