By a gentieman this moment arrived from Newport,
(R 1.) we hear that general Kochambeau and his {uite
have aGually arrived at that place in the Veluvius and
Britannia.~——Fort Bourbon furrendered on the 23d of
March, having been diftrefled, for. water gftc.r the
taking of Fort Louis on the 21ft, by the breaking of
the water conduits. , The garrifon confiling of about
1000 foldiers are fent.tg Euyrope. We apprehend this
news to be authéntic.
